1. Up to 90 days of inpatient hospital-
ization, the patient to pay the first $10 
of cost each day for the first nine days. 
("Deductible" is the word for that ninety 
bucks.) 

2. After hospitalization (but not with-
out it), up to 180 days of nursing home 
services. 

3. Home health services (by others 
than physicians) up to 240 visits per 
year. 

4. Outpatient hospital diagnostic 
services—in this case with a $250 "de-
ductible" (to be paid by the patient) on 
each examination. 

And if these services appear on 
casual reading to be fairly comprehen-
sive, consider the medical needs that are

not Provided for. 
There is no allowance for the bills 

of your own doctor or surgeon—in or out 
of the hospital or nursing home. There is 
no provision for drugs needed to con-
tinue treatment at home and no help with 
doctors' or druggists' bills for those who 
suffer at home with arthritis, heart trou-
ble, diabetes and kindred chronic oil-
men,. 

And it is moot to ask just where 
would those of limited means (for whom 
this legislation is primarily urged) get the 
$90 required for the first nine days of a 
hospital sojourn? The question is especi-
ally pertinent when you consider that 
senior-citizen health insurance policies 
without deductibles are available for this 
amount of money from established, tax-
paying insurance companies. 

The best assessment of the King-
Anderson Bill, perhaps, come from sta-
tistics presented by the Secretary of 
Health, Education and Welfare in testi-
mony before the House Ways and Means 
Committee. They show, on careful an-
alysis, that this legislation would cover 
less than 25 percent of the average medic-
al expense of those over 65. At an estim-
ated cost of $2 billion a year in addition-
al Social Security taxes, it it not only a 
bad bargain but a costly deception.
