Myrtle was born in an 
old house on the corners 
of Avenue Q and Broad-
way. A physician by the 
name of Dr. W. Pebbler 
who practiced at the old 
Lubbock Sanitarum, was 
credited with delivering 
her. 

Several of her friends 
(shown in picture) we 
very close to her since 
there were a very few 
playmates in the neigh- 

borhood She can remen-r 
ber Lawerence Neal, the 
second Negro baby born 
as a schoolmate and fr-
iend. 

"Walking to school 
in 1926 was the style 
in going to school---
where as today school 
children ride auotmo-
biles or school buses", 
she stated.
