A seventeen year old 
Dunbar High School So-
phomore,Evelyn Johnson, 
was killed Friday afte-
enoon when she was th-
rown from a car as it ca - 
reened from a collision 
at the corners of East 
28th and Redbub Avenue. 

This death was lab-
eled the third in the ci-
ty this year and the se-
cond in less than a mo-
nth on city streets. 

Evelyn was a pass-
enger in a car driven by 
her brother, Rayfield Jo-
hnson age 20,of 3504 
East 15th street. They 
were enroute from sch-
ool when a collision oc-
curred with another car 
driven by Melvin Earl 
Hicks,17,1722East 32nd 
street. 

The car driven by Hi-
cks was traveling south 
on Redbub and the Joh-
nson' s car,  ,a 1954 cony-
ertible,was heading we-
st on East 28th street. 
The front of Hicks' auto 
struck the right rear si-
de of the other vehicle, 
spinning it around. 

Hick's car then ca-
reened to the southwest 
corner of the intersect-
ion, stricking the corner 
home of Mrs .Viola Cla-
rk ,1714 East 28th street 
Johnson's car also in 
the same state careened 
to the southwest corner 
of the intersection ,un-
marked by traffic signs . 
Jumping the crub and 
coming to a complete 
halt in Mrs .Clark's fr-
ont lawn. 

The only passenger, 
Evelyn ,was thrown out 
and landed in the yard 
about half-way between 
the vehicles. The dam-
mage to the vehicles 
were not as great as wo-
uld have been expected 
for such a tragdey. Da-
mages to Johnson's car 
were minor, while the 
car driven by Hicks was 
damaged when it struck 
the corner of the home. 

The girl was dead on 
arrival at Methodist Ho-
spital.

Yes, "stop signs"are needed badly in several 
of our newly paved intersections. It has cost the 
death of a young high school girl to bring to the 
public the neccessity of such safety equipments. 

Several months ago two of our city public sc-
hool teachers were encountered with a traffic mi-
shap,because of the vacancy of "stop signs." Th-
is particular incident should have been brought 
to the attention of our citizen traffic council,but 
it has gone on as a routine accident which often 
occurs in a neighborhood as many other incidents 
which are not merely routine. 

Time has come now citizens for such actions 
to be taken to inquire about safety equipments in 
these hazardous areas.We must protect our chi-
ldren's welfare as well as ours. It is our total 
responsibility to see that all types of safety per-
cautions are taken for protecting each person—
young or old-rich or poor. 

The death of the young school girl,Lubbock's 
third fatality of the year,was an omen for our civ-
ic and social,fraternal,and religious organizations 
to work closer together for the betterment of our 
community. Accomplishing any type of construc-
tive achievement is not alio fete-nor is it glory 
for an individual of organization. 

Not only are"stop signs" needed,but there is 
a neccessity for pedestrian crossings-our child-
ren are also members of city organizations,nam-
ely;boys club,and they do cross heavy traffic ar-
eas in route to commercial areas after school ho-
urs. 

Let's quite playing the game of Rip Van Winkle-
wake up and finding out that some tragdey has 
struck down one of our youth or even you.By all 
means let's quite whispering in a group about 
what would be done about anything .Why not do 
something about it? 

One of the most popular quotations heard after 
the incident which occured on last week was:"I 
told you there is a great need for a stop sign at 
this intersection:' 

Don't you think that " stop signs and other type 
of safety equipment are really needed? "Why not 
do something about it?

11Bill Introduced 
House Bill 393, designed by the 

Houston Board of Realtors to 
protect deed restrictions, was 
introduced into the Texas legis-
lature last week with the en-
dorsement of 11 of Harris 
County's 12 Representatives. 

The Bill also has the support 
of State Senator Criss Cole. 

"At present, it is up to one 
or more homeowners in a sub-
division to bring court action if 
they find a violation of deed re-
strictions, "K.E. Antone, chair-
man of the Board's residential 
protection committee, explained. 
"Under the proposed law, the 
machinery of the state's judicial 
system would be thrown behind 
deed restrictions, so that the 
courts would enforce deed re-
strictions and would grant in-
junctions against apparent vio-
lators while suits were pending." 

In many instances of deed re-
striction violations, it has been 
necessary for a civic club to 
collect a "war chest" to stop 
an infraction, it was explained 
by Grant Webster, Realtor presi-
dent. In some cases, he added, 
violators take advantage of this 
time consuming process to com-
plete a construction project in 
violation of the restrictions. 

"Other homeowners and own-
ers of land have been unable to 
obtain a temporary injunction 
because of the legal expense.
