In other
cases,the first-flo- or staircaseis lo-

cated directly above the basement
stairs,and thebacksideis unfinished,
leavingthe diagonalsupports,the ris-

ers and the treadsopen.
In situationswherethe backsideof

the staircaseis open, you Will need
some wood shims (thin wooden
wedges),a few tubesof construction
adhesiveor panel adhesive,a ham-

mer, a wood chisel and someoneto
helpyou.

Your helperhas the easy job of
walking the stairs to locate loose
treads. You will haveto placeyourself
underthe stairsand look for the gaps
betweenthe loosetreadand thesup-

ports. Usually, the gapsarebetween

the treadand the centersupportnear
the rearof the tread.

First, plaeea beadof theconstruc-
tion adhesivein all of thejoints where
the supportsmeetthe treads.This will
take careof the minor gapsandactas
aglue to hold the shimsfrom working
loosj in the future. Then slide the
shims from both sidesof the support
to fill the gapuntil the treadno longer
flexes whenyour helper walks on it.
You may needto cut off the thinner
part of the shim if the gap is wide. Tap
the shims in with the hammer until
they aresnug.Usethis samemethod
until all of thesqueaksareg6ne.

If you decidethat this would be
too disruptiveor if there are afew
areasthat are impossible to reach, you
can work instead on the topsideof the
stairs. After locating the problem
areas,drive a spiral-shape- d flooring
nail through the tread into themiddle
and, if necessary,on the sidesof the
stepand into thesupportbelow. You
will find the supportsby trial and
error, but usually they are located in

thepeople smiled at the blind man's embarrassment,but the man
who had stoppedout of curiositywent away in a stateout of curi-

osity went away in a stateof deepthought. He had recently be-
