Ever since the First Ad-

ministration of Franklin
Roosevelt, Americans have
followed closely the activity
of presidents during their
''first hundreddays" hi of-

fice. Few expect social prob-
lems to be solved in such a
short period of time; never-
theless, new presidents are
expected to offer fresh per-

spectives, articulate new
goals, and advancebold pro-

posals. Citizens correctly
view the presidencyas theen-

gine of government.
The extent to which presi-

dentsidentify early the most
pressing issues, set forth
priorities for dealing with
them, and focus a senseof
national resolve on them is
often the key to change. At
any given time a great many
issues trouble citizens and
beg for official notice. Great
presidents are those who
tackle thebig issuesfirst.

In the early summer of
1977 Americans were con-

cerned most about thestate
of the economy, thecritically
high levels of unemployment
and inflation that have per-

sisted for several years.
Unemployment andInflation

When President Carter
took office in January, un-

employment stood at the
highest level since the 1930s
and inflation was the highest
in one hundred years. This
was the legacy of the pre-

vious Administration that
sought to control inflation by
dampening economic activi-
ty, regardless of how many
people were thrown out of
work.

The unemploymentrate in
the Fall of 1977 was still
twice therate in 1969 and two
percentagepointshigher than
theaveragerate from 1946 to
1975. It is estimatedthereare
several million others who
have pven up looking for
work or else who work less
than fulltimc involuntarily.
Minorities and the young
remain worst off, experienc-
ing unemploymentfyice to
four times the rwdgrja javcr-ag- e.

The joblessrate among
black teenagersin innercities
is 40 or more.

The rate of inflation has
risen again in the first few
months of the year, which if
price trendscrntinue, would
amountto an annualrate of
more thai 10. The cost of
basic necessities food,
housing, health care, and
energyisskyrocketing. One
household in five is deprived
of a decenthousingunit ut an
pffordablepricr. The costof
health care has increased
1000 since 1950; the aver-
agehospitalbed per daynow
costs $175.

Next year the Pentagon
will have nearly $120 billion
t& spend. Not only does wea-

pons spending eliminate
money for social programs;it
createsfewer jobs than other
types of investments. Ac-

cording to the Bureau of
Labor Statistics, $1 billion in
weapons purchases in 1970
generated only70 as many
jobsasan equivalent amount
spent, on housing construc-
tion. It is estimated a single
B- -l 'bomberwill cost at least
$110 million. That Is equiva

federal supportfor black col-
legesand Universities across
the country.
