BAKKE, WEBER

AND WHQO???

(Edivor’s Notej: This article appears in the Seplember
fsswe of Black Enterprise. We thought it should be read
by our many readers.

When the Justices of the U.S. Supreme Court
return from their summer recess next month they
will hear a case, brought by H. Earl Fullilove,
challenging the constitutionality of government-
ordered set-asides for minority contractors. Like the
notorious Allan Bakke and Brian Weber, ithe name
of H. Earl Fullilove will soon symbolize the ongoing
attack on affirmative action programs.

Fullilove, a white New York contractor, is
challenging the constitutionality of the law that sets
aside a percentage of government contracts for
minority firms. At issue is an amendment to the
1977 Public Works Employment Act, an
accelerated public works bill which produced $4
billion in construction contracts and thousands of
padly needed jobs across the nation. The bill was
enacted In 1976 and included an amendment,
itroduced by Representative Parren J. Mitchell
{(D-MD), which required that 10 percent of the cost
of all public works projects funded by the act go to
minority-owned firms.

The Mitchell Amendment produced hope, if not
an economic boom. for the nation's minority
contractors - Blacks, American Indians, Hispanics,
Orientals, Eskimos and Aleuts. “The set-aside
greatly benefited minority firms,” said David W,
Allen, an economist with Congress's Joint
Economic Committee. “It actually resulted in more
than |5 percent - upward of $620 million n
contracts - being awarded to minority businesses.™
Minority firms received a greater percentage of the
public works money than was provided for in the
law. White firms competing for the contracts, jt
seemed, often gave minority-owned businesses
more than 10 percent in order to increase their own
ckances of getting an award.

The challenge to the public works set-asides hasa
familiar ring. Like the special minority admissions
program struck down in the Bakke decision and
Kaiser Aluminum’s affirmative action employment
policy, attacked by Weber, Fullilove has become a
cause celebre fo opponents of positive measures to
bring blacks into the nation's economic
mainstream, Still, scant attention has been paid to
the Fullilove case by the coalition of civil rights and
other activist groups which came together in
opposition to Bakke and Weber. :

One reason why Fullilove has not been viewed as
a majo. threat 1o affirmative action is that the issue
reaches the Supreme Court after nearly all the $4
billion appropriited in the' 1977 Public Works Act
‘has been spent. Since minority firis have already
reaped the intended benefits of Mitchell's
amendment, some supporters of the legislation
mistakenly suggest that Fullilove's challenge to the
law is of little consequence. At

The Justice Department’s brief supporting the

use of such measures in the future.

Left unclear is the impact of an unfavorable
ruling in Fullilove on other existing fcderal and state
set-aside programs. The Small Business
Administration's (SBA) 8 (a) 1, which has
targeted $1 billion this year in’ | procurement
contracts for socially and economically
disadvantaged individuals, would have o be
reexamined, according to an SBA official.

Additionally, SBA'S Small Business Set-Aside
program may also be jeopardized. Contracts let
through this program are expected to exceed $23
billion this year. '

“We're following the ‘Fullilove' case here, but
we're uncertain as to whéther or not a decision in
favor of Fullilove will scuttle our programs.” said
Daniel P. Henson 111, SBA's acting director of the
Office of Field Management. Direct court
challenges to SBA's § (a) program have been
unsuccessful in the past.

“What is significant hiere is that the amendment
went to the body of the law itself,” Mitcheli said
about the amendment which he added to the 1977
bil' only momeénts béfore it was enacted. “Unless
struck down by the courts, the set-aside will be a
part of all future public works bills passed by the
Congress. .

“Minorities in this country have been
systematically denied access to the business sector.
This exclusion has resulted in a Inck of competitiah
and has served 1o swunt the growth of minority
businesses,” Mitchell continued. “Accordingly,
Congress has a right to take action in an attempt (o
remedy this disparity,”

Whether or not a majority of the Justices of the
US Supreme Court concur with Mitchell's opimion
will not be kniown for several months. But, oné thing
is for sure, courts once again have become the focal
point of national efforts o strike down affirmative
action plans and quota systems dedigned to right a
century of racial and ecobomic injustice.

Our schools and colleges
have always received public
and private support on the
conviction that such institu-
tions have actually served
society's existing or antici-
pated needs. The same criter-
ion should be applied today.

We live in rapidly changing

kels, churches and our sexual
and recreational patterns—
must keep abreast of the
times. *‘New occasions teach
new duties: time makes un-
clemt good uncouth.'” James
Russell Lowell's words of
more than a century ago i
aptly with our educational
outlook and practices today.

If our educational system
for those past elghteen years
of age sougit 1o meet real
and pressing, rather than
largely imaginary, needs held
over from our vision of the
past, we would all be in far
betler shape today.

When a progressive city
like New York, with the most
education=l institutions of
any city in the nation, spends
more money on a shameful
welfare system than upon
public edlucation, we can gain
a frighiening picture of just
how grossly our priorities are
misplaced,

Higher or continuing edu-
cation must, indeed, be re-
%erved and tailored for the
elite. But when elitism s still
associated in the minds of
our colliziate educators with
the fe'w rather than the many,

higher education hecomes a
luxurious anachronlem in
terms of our pation's present
needs and goals. Our tnstity-
tions of higher or continuing
education must be re-struc-
tured to serve our pation's
pressing needs, Otherwise
they should be permitted (o
die, as they would then de-
serve, and be replaced with
other instilutions more aptly
suited lor our presemt peroep-
tion of what we must becoms
as a nation.
