There aretoo
many of us that arejust plain selfish andcould careless
that our community is going backward instead of
forwards. With lending institutions turning Black
venturesdown simply for notdotting an "I" or crossinga
"T", Blacks must turn to Blacks for financial assistance.
Yes, Blacks haveruined manywould be trusting soulsby
seeking financial support for "fly by n'ght" schemes,
therefore, Blacksseeking financial assistancefrom other
Blacks must first look seriously at their own trust factor.

You know the first questionwill be "why should I give
you my hard earned money on this deal," then be
preparedto showdocumentedproof in supportof your
answer. Seeking others to invest in your project, you
mustfirst overcome the obstacleof "how much trustcan
be placed in you?"Regardlessof how goodyour project
maybe, if you arenot a trustworthy individual, you mayas
well forget asking othersto supportyou. Blacks, for the
majority, within Lubbock do believe "a leopard can
changehis spots."Right or wrong, if you or any of your
peoplehavebeenso labled.with thecommunity "taboo,"
forget community financial support and in some

jdjjitnStances,forget any community support.All is not lost if
