ON THE DEFEAT

OF SEN. BROOKE...

The or'y Black scrving in the United States
Senate was defeat=d in the General Election. The
Senator-Elect, Paul Tsongas, isa very fine legislator
(1 served with him n the U.S. House of
Representatives). Fe is a strong libera); and a
personaole individual. However in many ways, he
cannot really take the place of Sentor Brooke.

Ed Brooke was a tremendously symbolic figure
for millions of Black Americans. He was the lone
Black serving in what had theretofore been an all
white, almost exclusively all male club. Lit.ie Black
schoo! children could read about him and gain
inspiration for their aspirations. Black Elected
Officials across the country could point to him as
the one Black who made it 1o thé highest, most
powerful legislative body in the World. He was
indeed a symbol for us,

Substantively, Senator Brooke was one of the
most skilled legistators in the Senate. He used that
skill on behalf of the poor: Blacks and other
minorities; and in protection of civil liberties.
Although he belonged to the Republican Party, his
commitment to the down .rodden and the
minorities never wavered, This commitment earned
him the wrath of the right wing of his own par.y, He
was too liberal for them, He was not on¢ of their
very own who stood in the shadow of Regan and
Goldwater and Crane,

| had the pleasure of serving with him on many
joint Senate-House Conferences. On housing
legislation he doggedly, and thoughitfully fought for
funds for low income housing. He struggled to
increase funds to spur home ownership for the poor
and working poor. | could always count or Senator
Brooke to be an eloquent acvocate, as [ sought to
increase federal funds for jobs and job training.

What really brought about his political defeai?
Certaintly it was not just the financial problems
deriving fom his marital difficulties. Many, and 1 do
mean many, Members of Congress have gone
through simiiar difficulties during the time of their
campaigns for office and have been re-elected. No, it
was not just that. He was the victim of the right wing
of his.own party, and the liberals in the Democratic
party wha had refied on his voteinthe Senate, time
and time again, to get critical legisiation passed. |
was shocked to see the Carter Administration
people campaigning against Senator Brooke. They
had always sought out his counsel, advice and vote
on legislation that the Administration deemed to be
crucial. (It's vey interesting tonote the* the Adminis
crucial. (It's very interesting to ncte that the
Administration did not campaign against Senator
JHoward Baker, Republican, who often served as the
Administration’s spokesman in the Senate.)

Senator Brool'e was also the victim of some
Blacks who in their “Objectivity” attéempted to
impose a kigher standard of conduct on him that
they imposed on non-Black Me¢mbers of the Senate
and the House of Representatives, It’s veiy curious
to me that some Blacks have no difficulty in dealing
daily with unscrupulous rascals, white and Black, at
the local, state and federa! leve!, but when one of our
own at the uighest echelon of government is
involyed, they become so rightcous that the Black
official must be an absolute paragon of virtue.

Senator Brooke got the amendmcnt passed which
limited the amount uf rent in public housing to 25%
fo the family income. Ed B-ooke broadened the
coverage of rehabilitation housing loans so that
more of the ponr and working poor could benefit
from such programs, He worked hard on behalf of
minority economic and business development, He
supported the concepts involved in establishing
terants rights in Jublic housing. H> was quite a

So fa as minorities usre '
concerned, they are by defi-
nition the last to find a secure”

place; they tend 10 be the *

“micfits,”" *h~ superfluous *
people, the unwanted or the
unneeded.

When each new immigrant .
Or migrant group came Lo the
major cities af Europe and
the United States, the 'tera-
ture of the day spoke of them
a5 “‘scum’’ or “"savages"* gnd
as those whose proper place
was ¢Xile or the dungeons.

What was happening was a
universal phenomenon of a
lag or a failure in the absorp-
tion of these new peoples into |
Lie existing social, economic
and political life. This failure

on the part of the majority
was projected up.n the new
minority; and their alienate
adjustment- or behavior was
seen as and defined as crime.

Those who are alienated
tend 1o talk loudly to call
auterdion to themselves, and
sucl: behavior becomes a
""disturbance of the pecce."
Those who are idled tend to
gaiher in groups for convivi-
ality and to while the time
away, and sucn behavior s
defined as mischievous loiter-
ing.

Then oo, tke alienated
tend to be demeaned and
mistreated, and theis overt
and covest means of striking
back are termed as various
forms of criminal niischief.

The import here is that
alienation (which is rampant
among us today) and ‘“‘pro-
gress'’ or rapid social change
maky¢ for mali ‘netlons which
we call crime. We must
understand this fact, But
society must do infinitely
more.

All societies have the im-
plicit duty o protect them-
selves from all undue plunder
and mischief. Here it may be
said tha w.a ounce of preven-
tion is worth {ar more than
perhaps ‘many pounds of
cure

Again, corrective or re-
habilitative approaches musi
be take * to those who have,

perhaps willy-nilly, become
addicted v an anti-social
way of life.

Itis perhaps an odd truism
that throughout bouh the Old
and the New Testameat Scrip-
iures, one sign of the
presonce of the reign, rule or
kingdom of Cod is ‘‘the
opening ol the prisons."”

This suggests that in the
most idealized farm of sn-
ciety, prisons have no place.
Rather cur societies must
bend every conceivable effort
i the affording of a reason-
ably rewarding place to all
within theis borders. This s
especially true ¢ those who
~¢ tend to see as our alienat-
ed minarities.

It was the great Intellectual
giant, St. Augustine of
Hippo (354-430AD), who
made the startling practical
or pragmatic sugge-tion that
the best way to include all
people was 10 encourage
morriages katween tnose ner-
ceived as th. most distant
from our own.

Whether through sogial
marriage or the devices of
soci:l or ¢ivic embrace, at
Jeast the spisit of St Augus-
tiae's juggestion may assist
us in our alleviation of the
*prodlem’” of minorities and

crime,

Senator-Elect Paul Tsongasa is quoted to have
said “Ed Brooke left béhind some very, very big
shoes to be filled.” Indeed he did, and I for one wish
s00n to be Senator Tsongas all the luck in the world
as he attempts to fill those shoes. However, no
matter how hard he (ries, he cannot pe the same
symbol to Black Americans as was Senator Edward
W. Brooke, Republican, Massachusetts.
