The fact that blacks have
been considered and dealt
with to a large extent as
outsidersor as "guests" has
encouraged the placing of
disproportionatenumbers of
bia'k Americans off of the
employment possibility roster
and onto the welfare roles.

Addedto this is the recog-
nition that blacks, deeply
sensing that America has
owed them something which
it has not repaid, somehow
haveconcluded perhapsby
a large majority that wnat
America has owed blacks is
welfare.

a common set of natural
environmental conditions at
the dawn of evolution. Dr.

Cooper's work is done with
earthworms,andhis study of
theevolution of their immun-
ity may shed some light on
humancancer.

Financed by the American
Cancer Society, the fellow--,
ship programis administered
by the International Union
Against Cancer (JICC) in
Geneva, Switzerland. The
progamenablesoutstanding
scientists from around the
world to work in leading
institutions in many coun-
tries. When they return home
they continue their research
and teaching responsibilities,
thus sharing the benefits of
knowledge gained during
their work abroad.

The author of more than
100 scientific papers on the
subject, Dr. Cooper is
FoundingEditorof the Inter-

nationalJournal ofDevelop-
mental andComparativeIm-

munology, and is presently
writing a textbook on the
subject.

He is working already in
Switzerland with Dr. Jean-Charl-es

Cerottini of theSwiss

Institute. He is married and
he and hiswife, Helene, have
a son and a daughter.
