Recently i Washington, D, C., officers of the
Black Media Cooperative of newspaper
representing a bulk of 65% of the nation's Biack
newsprint, which this newspaper is a part, have
urged their cooperating papers (Lubbock Digest
included) to $'ir “grassroots" pressure for two major

national concerns,

One of these is to assist President Jimmie (James
Earl) Carter in his “clearly” forthright stand on
behalf of naming Black judges to the Federal Bench.
See this week's “Black Empowerment” editorial by
Dr. Nathan Wright, Jr.

The other concern is the retification of the
District of Columbia voting rights legislation.
Think of the reason why there is so much debate
over the ratification issue, No doubt aboui it, it will
help Blacks and legislation that is positive to Black
people from the local, throughout the national level
of government, There is always a lot of debate and
reasons why il is not good. This writer wonders if it
is rarcism. Think ebout it! Any bill before anything
that favors Blacks will have high hard hurdles,

Both of these issues would mean immeasurably
increased power for Black Americans. With 1980
approaching, let’s ook ahaad te the elections for the
City as weil as the County, State, and National. If
we cannot get Blacks w office, which is the number
one priority, then we will have to wait longer to have
proper representation,

Think about this Black pecple, if our forces are
not strong enought, let's at least unite together with
othurs who have the same or similar needs, views,
and political beliefs as ours to remove from office
those who oppese and bhelp elect or re-elect those we
sunpport.

No ones knows the future. but there is a
possibility that we may have city cingle member
districts, but if not, we have to make the best out of
what we have. Keep in mind that our votes together
for a common good is good for all.

Readers of this column has heard this statement:
“Black people want political clout, but there will bé
no political clout until there is economieefout; so wi
have to work on economic clout, like 40 years ago.
We have to run like to run like hell to catch up.”

The thing that disturbes this writer is that most of
the FEDERAL MONIES in Lubbock (this includes
the millionis of dollars, plus the amount of SBA
money) disbused here, and the srall amourt of
these funds which affect the Black community. Evan
today. there is no debate over the 4 million dollars
available for this area from Economic
Developmenmt Administration, The local SPAG
Executive Commitiee are not sensitive to the needs
of poor people in this regard. To hear the chairman
of this board talk nonchalant about the need for
economic development for all citizens is a disgrace,

All of this more has made this writer stand firm on
the following: “If we can't have it; they don't need
it.” Let the record show that this writer is 10.000%
fur the Black. Brown, poor whites, and other
disadvanaged poeple to profit from these monics,
This writer has tulked to numerous Blarks in our
community, and they [zel the same. If things don't
zet any better, we will need to pull a Jimmy
Marshall on all Federal Monies until Blacks,
Browns, poor whites, and other disadvantage
prople profit with their goods and services from the
Federal Goverament. NUFF SED!!
