(Editor’s Note: Chauncey Balley, formerly a reporter for UPI and now executive
director of the Black Press Institutc, covered the National Black Independent Political
Party Congress in Chicago (Aug. 20-23),

CHICAGO - Inside the huge Tabernacle Baptist Church the delegates and
observers were clapping and thundering in uniscn — “Build the Party, build the Party
o Some 1,000 blacks from 30 states.

Later, a few blocks away at the Phillip High School Auditorium, some persons were
expressing concern that this black party was leaning towards a leadership that was
purcly nationalist. and there might not be room for other radical blacks with other
political postures, Some observers moaned about not being alforded voting status in

the Congress sesssion,
And one frantic partici-
pant wrote on a
blackboard | a hallway:
"South Africa is the only
issue you idiots.” Cracks
seemed to be getting
wider

It was that kind of a
Congress session for the
NBIPP. One that swayed
back and forth, in and
out of turbulence and
then into a setting that

* was tranguil. The party

came here to do two
things: elect officers and
sativy a charter which had
come from the party’s
founding conference last
November inPhiladelp-
hia. On cach evening here
in Chicago the delegates
hammered at and
haggled over pages and
pages of rules and
amendments and sessions
went on into the wee
hours of the next
morming.

Meanwhile, 12 party
workshops probed into
and came up with
resolutions relatin
blac
economic self sulficiency:
public shcvols and
blacks: independent
black schools; what local
party chapters must do;
black refugees; the black
family; south Alsica;
community organizing.
building neighborhoods:
police brutality and racial
violence. the Caribbean
and self determination
for blacks.

The Rev. Ben Chavis
(formerly jailed as part of
the Wilmington 10) was
clected National Repre-
sentative for the party
with Barbara Arnwine, a
delegate  from North
Carolina who had
chaired the community
organizing workshop at
the Congress. The party

also elected Kikora Ros
Tabasimu of Detroit as
the presiding officer for
the National Party
Congress. Thad Mathis
of New York City was
clected the presiding
officer for the party's
Central Committec. The
co-chair posts went to
Ron Daniels of Youngs-
town. Ohio; and Elsa
Brown of Richmeond, Vir.

Daniels and Rev.
Chavis had helped to
deliver the charter during

the Philadelphia con-
[erence.” T he big mis-
conception (hat blacks
outside the party now

have about us is that we
are talking about solving
all the problems that
blacks are faced with
right now.” said Rev.
Chavis. “We have to now
go back to our communi-
tics and take our message
back tu the people. This
will be the power of the
party.”

Many blacks could be
left with the feeling that

“we have Neard all thice

before and we have went
down this road before
and it didnt take us
anywhere™ said Robert
Jackson roma Califor-
nia delegation. “But this
party is different. In 1972
when the blacks met in
Gary to organize they lefi
with a black agenda but
not the means and
programs (o carry on
with what had to bedone.
This party is not making
thai mistake.™

Some 8000 persons
had attended the Gary
gathering 9 years ago.
But it was a session that
was too dominated by
“mainsircam black
leaders and democrats.”

It (politics) is more than
just running someone for
office, it isthe empower-
ment of a people.”

The congress passed
many amendments
calling for increased
communication and
security in the black
community and better
tics with the third world

and liberation mose-
ments.
Predictably. the local

media stayed away from
the Congress. The

heasing appearance.” this
generally menas the
notice must include the
reason why the applicant
is denied housing and the
facts supporting the
reason, The Fifth Circuit
jurther said the hearing
must be in from of an
impartiul hearing officer.
While the court did not
rule aut the ue of housing
authority personnel to
conduct the heaving, such
personnel must be a
“decision  maker (who)
will listen to the
argumentz of both sides
helore asing & decsion an
the eviuence and ‘egal
rules  adduged  al  the
hearing,” In shost, a fair
niinded person who has
not aireacy made up his
or her mind on the case.

This same issu#
prompied a law suit 1o be
filed against he Lubbock
Public Housing Author-
hy‘ Wilson v. Lubbock

As Blacks across chis country were preparing to
engage in their first mass activity in protest of
inequities in the marketplace, Operation PUSH and
the Coca Coln Company announced a “moral
conenant” in which Coke will channel over $30 million
to Black business and the Black community.

We applaud the leadership initiative taken by Rev.
Jesse Jackson, president of Operation PUSH."'m
pressing Ceke officials - 1o the wall, until they
reconsidered and abandoned their previously
adamant position of not moving beyond what Lhey
were presently doing. And that was not acceptable to
PUSH officials who had begn in negotiations with
Coke for several months.

The sertlement was more than a victory for Black
leadership, but it produced s “mini miracke” in
bringing togeéther the scattered civil rights family of the
late Dr. Martin Luther King. Ir. For vears, there has
not been the best of communications among those
who were cheil lieutenpantis of Dr. King.

However. in the Coke settlement, Rev. Jackson was
in regular touch with Mrs. Coretia Scott King, widow
of the slain civil rights leader, Rev, Joseph Lawery,
President of Dr. King's organization the Southern
Christian Leadership Conference. Andrew Young,
and others, At the press conference announcing the
seitlement were. Mrs. King, Revs. Lowery, Hosea
Williams, Andrew Young. Mayor Maynard Jackson,
Rev. Marin Luther King, Sr.. Jesse Hill, Herman
Russell, ete. This was a “wonderful reurion
fellowship”. in tha words of Mrs. King.

So. if Dr. King wers looking through the heavenly
clouds on the histaric setting in hometown Atlanta, we
are certain he was overjoved and proud of those who
are followinng in his footsteps to make real that dreum
he. had of a betier life for all Black America.

We also salute Coca Cola officials for coming to
their good senses and giving us “a clear indication on

~the part.of a major Ames an companyahat business -

can  listen  and respond 10 presidential  and
congressional actions for tax cut relief 1o business, and
also to the message and the promise tnat the (ree
enterprise system can do more to develop opportunity
for all elements of society,” in the words of Coca Cola
president Donald R. Keough.

America Ranks Third in Rate of
Incarceration; Follows Soviet
Union, South Africa

The United States has the dubious distinction of
being one of the world's izaders with respect to its rate
of incarceration. Cnly the Soviet Union and South
Africa surpass us,

There is another statistic invélving the criminal
justice system that | find alarming: the amount of
money spent and projected for prison construction.
Congressman  John Conyers of Michigan, an
outspoken member of the House Committee of the
Judiciary, has reported that the prison building
program in this decade could cost from $6 to §7
billion, As recent us 1978, the Federal Bureau of
Prisons asked Congress for a construction budget of
$67.5 million.

We have every reason to be concerned about
America’s prisons and the rate of incarceration. There
is a disproportionate number of Blacks in our prisons,
and the same applies to the number on death row.

Conyers has an interesting theory about what the
nation is doing with people it considers of no use to
society. It allows them to go unemployed.it takes them
into the military services, or it places them in prison.
Black, it should be noted, are in disproportionate
numbers in all three categories. 8

With a greater number of Blacks in our prisons. it
follows then that there are more Black serving lengthy
terms, Additionally, there is a trend to set mandatory
sentences in certain types of crimes and a growing
mood to apply the death penalty in more situations,

Numerous studies have shown that our present
system of confinement does not rehabilitate people.
Instead. it hardens them for more serious criminal
activity.

Conyers, a recent guest on my radio program, s.id
that the courts are part of the problem in the criminal
justice system. It takes the courts too long to give the
accused his or her day in court. Most of the judges are
white. And, as Conyers pointed out, the jury offers
little more. Irstead of having his case heard by one of
his peers, the black defendant often faces an all-white
jury.

There is another aspect about erime that annoys me.
We hear of crimes of violence and street crimes. We all
deplore these actions. On the other hand. 've hear .ery
little about the crimes that have a greater impact on the
nation’s economy.

Former Attorney General Ramsey Clark said in a
recent report that most of the crimes that the public
hears about--street crimes for examplee—represent
only a smalii percentage fo the total dollar loss. A
repoit released by the U.S. Chamber of Commerce in
the mid 1970s showed that white collar erime is four
times greater than street crimes in terms of annual
dollar lcs to the nation’s economy. This was
somewhere in the neighborhoed of $44 billion,

| agree with my colleague and friend Conyers thatif
this country is guing to continue the imprisonment of
people, it has a moral obligation to bettr equip them
for a useful life as a member of society when they leave
our penal institutions, Chief Justice B ser advocates
this point of view,

Il some kind of real rehabilitation is going to result,
more money must be dirccied toward educating
inmates and providing them a chance to learn viable
Job skills.

Finally, more ali¢rnatives o incarceration should
be explored. Among those suggested by Congressman
Conyers are restitution, day fines, and community
service orders, Moreover, we should do [urther
rescarch into the relationship between crime and
poverty,

Officially unrecognized by
either the government or by
private industry, these unioniz-
ed groups have forced others
to iake a pmictical attitude
toward their ;

The black trade union
movement in South Africa is
orumhnd Iar.dy under two

umbrella groups. One of these,
baser in Johannesburg, is the
Council of Unions of South
Africa. CUSA was founded
less than a year ago and is com-
prised of eight member unions
operating in such industries as
chemicals, catering, engineer-
ciaims 19,000 paid-up mem-
bers and 35,700 signed-up
members.

The Federation of South
Africa Trade Unions
(POSATU), based in Durban,
has 60,000 signed-up members
and 32,000 paid-up members.
Work stoppages by both union
groups doubled in 1980,
although workers’ financial
gains are said to have barely
kept pace with inflation.

Mike Rosholt, chairman of
Baricw Rand, the largest in-
dustridl conglomerate in
South Africa, stated: ‘‘We
must accept black trade
unions as a fact of life. They
must be seen as bodies which
can possibly defuse labor
problems."
