We've had somelong andvery successful
efforts over theyearssince the"SoulPatrol"
has no longer beenheard here. Since that
time, this writer, haaworked hard to find
meansof seeingthat Black peoplewill have
somekindof voice,through theairwaves,in
Lubbock andtheSouthPlainaof Texas.If we
would be sincerewith our evaluationof all
radio stationsin Lubbock,onewoulddiscover
that there is lack of Black Radio
Programming. It is possible that the local
white ownersof radio stations in Lubbock
don't really understandnordo theywish to. It
hasbeen lackof Black GospelMusic in our
city. Tliese kind of programs,in my opinion,
havebeenthoughtto be"too Black Oriented"
by some station owners.

Ours is not theonly effort to bring "Black
Owned" station to Lubbock.
