MANY MISSING OUT ON
BLACK BUSINESS ...

WE BUY A LOT

Businhesses should know that it is just good
business to advertise towaurds Black
consumers. It dosen't matter if the business
is owned by PElacks or Whites. Here are the
latest facts from the sources that furnish
such between the regular government census.
The propensity for Black families to buy and
consume more +han their white counterparts is
well known.

The nation's largest minority, nee Blacks,
spend proportionately more than whites on
food. Wee buy more poultry, fish, and seafood
veats , and processed foods. We buy more alco-
holic beveragesn, soft drinks, and certain
weaving apparel such as overcoacs, suits,
sweaters, sport coats , pants, shoes, and
jewelry.

Blacks sperd a large percentage of their
income on travel and recreation. Blacks spent
over $1.6 billion at their 350 major Black
conventions; over $300 million in air travel
alone’...,..5306 million is the more accurate
count.

Here are some quickies! Sixty-two percent
of Blacks have a car, compared to the na-
tional average of sixty-eight percent., Fifty-
six pPpercent of Blacks own their own nomes,
and thirty percent spend between 30 and 40
bucks a week on groceries. Twenty-one percent
sind over $60 a week on groceries while only

teen percent of white families spend up to
$60 a week on groceries. Facts reveal that
twenty-five percent of white families spend
ih the 30 to 40 buck area for groceries.

Thirty-six percent spend more than $3,000
annually for clothas, cuampared to white who
average of just twenty-two percent. Fifty-two
percent have credit cards, which is the same
average as whites.Twenty percent use schedul-
ed airlines and less than fiye percent of
Black travel via charter-—having a basic
fear of the charter flight.

Thirty-three percent consume Scotch, which
the national average is just sixteen percent.

wnile forty-four percent of the USA average
drinks beer, fifty-one percent of Blacks con-
sume beer, and are also switching to the
lighter beers. But still a healthy forty-five
percent use reqular beer, Eighty-eight per-
cent consume colas wnile the average is
eighty-one percent. /

Seventy-seven.parceit own TV .sets while the
national average is seventy-percent. Five
percent have stero equipment while the na-
tioral average is just three percent. Four
point one percent bought digital watches,
while only one pnint four percent of whites
have digital watches.

There are other facts we should hcld to
gtay ahead of those who would misuse these
facts. This is really information to our
readers, and the proper use of this material
should only be dor? with a regular P/R con-
sultant.

Mainly, this shows that the Black Consumer
Market is large and distinct, and must be
approached as such. A fact often overlooked
by those in business. The 25 million Blacks——
and their nearly $80 billion income would
rank 9th among the nations of the world in
terms of monetary income.

Even the Blacks in Lubbock generate more
than $25 million in income. This, ton, is
good businoss! !

The Congressional Black
Caucus Energy and Trans-
portation Subcommittee {8
examining the Carter energy
proposal (0 determine the
economic consequences that
the poor, low income, and
minority worke s must en-
dure, Such a drastic reorgan-
zation of our priorities, which
previcusly based itself on the
ready availability ¢f cheap
sources of energy, will have a
major impact on the econo-
omy. When such drastic chan-
ges have occurred in the past,
poor and low income pecple
have been required to make
the greatest adjusiments and
sacrifices; One of the major
thrusts of the Cancus' Energy
and Transportation Subcom-
mittee will be to identify and
minimize some of these dele-
terioas policies which are
inkerent within the Presi-

dent's energy palicy.

The rebate program, for
instance, is still unclear. The
President proposed to raise
the consumer purchasing
price of petroleum products
through both a prodicer tax
an” the decontrol of petro-
leum found after April 20,
1977. 1t is critical (hat poor
and low income people re-
ceive adequate assistance to
offset these increasss in
prices. Their budgets cannot
be stretched any further. The
inflated prices since 1973
have already caused severe
hardships, and the budgets of
the poor and low-income
workers, many of whom are
black, have reached their
limits. For many, the choice
may be between food and
heat. This does not even take
into consideration the many

direct and indirect products
that are derived from oil,
Congressman John Conyers

“Jr.'s (D-Mich) propesal to

centralize the purchase of all
foreign-produced crude oil in
the federal government, muk-
ing it the sole negotiator for
all oil imports, may have
been the only sensible wa; to
keep down the price of oil,
within the reach of the aver-
age individual consumer,
You may write your Con-
gressmen and Senators at:

The positive identity needs
of black stydents reguire
black reading materials in
our schools, The books and
magazines, while some are
freshly integrated in varying
degrees, remain largely white-

oriented, as do the teaching
films and practically all of
the older resource materials,

In this situation, our par-
ents should b2 suppoiling the
work of the local black press
in encouraging group or bun-
dle subscriptions of the local
black weckly new:paper in
our schools.

Some black weeklies carry
a wide range of identity-
building resources. There are
historical sketches in many of
our papers which both in-
form and inspire,

In many black weeklies,
there are periodic summaries
of major black events, Some
may carry the National Cur-
rent Black Events Quiz, a fea-
ture designed, as are the
others, 1o be helpful to while
students as well as blacks,
Afrter all, raclal progress can
only be achieved significantly
when white Americans have
old false myths dispelled
while blacks see themselives in
such a way as (0 stand erect
and tall.

The black press historizally
