Of the $3,083,736received
so far this year by the City of
Greensboro from the U.S.
Office of Revenue Sharing,
not one penny has been
deposited in minority-owne- d

banks, although the practice
is encouraged by Federal
guidelines.

Fof the past two years the
majority of the funds have
been deposited with the
North Carolina National
Bank, of which Mayor Jim
Melvin is a vice-preside- In
i976 over 67 percent was
depositedin NCNB accounts.
This year, so far, over 73
percenthas beendeposited in
that bank.

According to an audit of
the funds provided to a
non-partisa- n Greensboro or-

ganization by the city's fi-

nance director, CM. Con-

way, $2,258,736 have been
deposited to accounts at
NCNB, while lesseramoiints
have been spread among
First Union National Bank,
Wachovia Bank and Noith-wester- n

Bank. None of those
banks hav, niore than

Franklin of the CivM Rights
Division of the of
Revenue Sharing also said,
"We have advised recipients
of their responsibility to util-

ize banks which are

The Citizens for the Ac
countability of Public Offi-

cials also complained to the
city's accountants, A.M.
Pullcn and Co. that they did
not provide a line audit of the
city's revenuesharingexpen-
ditures as is required by law
and theFreedomof Informa-
tion Act. The organisation
received a brief summary,
audit instead.

A line audit lists where
each dollar is spent but the
summary provided only lists
the amount spent by the
different city departments..

Thi auditor's cover letter
also explained that, "While
the city has established a
formal policy concerning,

RAPID PRODUCTION
GROWTH

Is it possible to meet
basic needs of the poor
within, say, the next
25 years?

The ILO has made glo-

bal calculations Jbased on
a production target (bas-
ic needs), a target group
(the poorest 20 per cent
of households) and a
time horizon (one genera-
tion, or for all
purposes the year 2000).
The results show that

one way to satisfy basic
needs by the turn of the
century would be
rapid growth. This policy

a continuation
of the status quo as re-

gards the distribution of
income and wealth.
These developing re-

gions' rates range from
8 percent in China to
II.3 per cent in the

countries of the
Middle East and Africa.
In the other five regions
the rates of
growth hover around 9 to
II percent.

The implication is that un-
less income distribution
changes significantly, the
basic needs of the target
group can be met within a
generation onlyby ratesof
output growth which aie
nearly double the already
rapid pace attained in re-

cent years. There are two

Only a determined, pur-
poseful jobs-or-a- ll policy
can ensure an output high
enough to meet national
basic-need- s targets, increase
the purchasing power of
the working people, and
reduce poverty and in-
equality.

ownershipor accessto land
and other productive re-

sources, together with the
use of appropriate techno-
logy, would raise produc-
tivity of the poor in many
countries. Coupled with
restructuring of public ser-
vices, it should bring about
an improved distribution of
wealth.

And finally-perhap- s most
importantly-th- e combined
action on all fronts will
require much more money
for development. Without
such investmentsman's bas-
ic needs cannot be met in
2000 or later. The price
for delaying action may be
social and political upheav-
al. The poor of the earth
will not wait indefinitely
for a fair deal.
