The Buffalo Criterion tells
an important and engaging
story, which seems contro-
veérsial to many concerning
the importance of black self-
esteem to black learning:

Minority-group medical
students who have difficulty
with science courses may
reqiiis¢ as much help in bulld-
ing their self-esteem and trust
as in subject-matter tutoring,

In fact, says Dr. Robert H,
Geersina, chairman of medi-
cal education and communi-
cation at (he University of
Rocheater Medical Center, it
may 1ot be possible to solve
the academic problems of
some minority students with-
out dealing with “‘affective"’
(emotional) issues.

Dr. Jeertsma reached
these conclusions afler &
year-long experience with a
group of five stuclents at the
UR medical school who were
receiving special tutoring in
microbiology, biochemistry,
and physiology—subjects
tiiey had been asked to
repeat.

““This was the first time a
tutorial group was made up
exclusively of minority stu-
dents," says Dr. Geerisma.
“*No non-minority students
had been asked to repeat
nourses that year, and seven
othes minority stedenis in the
same class had no diffi-
culty."

Reports to
the faculty indicated that the
stndents felt *‘devalued’” and
were not sure they could trust
the school. Faculty members
responded by attempting to
demonstrate their respect for
the abilities of the students
and by avoiding ctiticel feed-
back to them until positive
relationships had been
achieved.

As the year progressed,
studenis’ response to these
efforts seemed to be evi-
denced in growing Lrust, and
in the end the tutorial pro-
gram achieved its objectives,
All five students were pro-
moted to the next yeirof the
medical school curriculum,
and all five have by now
received the M.D. degree
from the scanool,

‘In retrosnect,'’ com-
ments Dr. Geertsma, ‘‘the
handling of the izsues of trust
and seif-esteem seems cru-
cial. Medical education units
shoula encougage and where
necessary, train faculty to
relate hetter to students. The
ability to deal skillfuily with
affective issues can be
strengthened through instruc-
tion.""

For one hundred fifty-one
years, the black press has
Deen a major-—il not the ma.
jor—factor in the elevation
of biacks because it has been
a source of informaiion
about what blacks are doing,
thinking, feeling. It has been
the concentrated voice of
Black America against op-
pression and injustice, It has
been the preserver of black
history and culturs.

Black Journalism began
when it was desperately need-
ed during the dark poricd at
the beginning of the nine-
teenth century when the Dec-
laration of Independence and
the Constitution did not seem
broad enough 10 include the
black American. The spirit of
depravation and disenfran-
chisement was rampant
throughout the land. 1 again
refer 1o an era, 1806-1820,
vhich is reminiscent of today
when the nebulous olanet
Neptune was transiting the
sign of Sagittarius (oublish-
ing, inspirational writing),
the same astrological aspect
that prevails how.

“The subject of this article

is one upon which much
thought has been spent, and
yet, excepting tho color of
the skin and the texture of
the hair, the Negro has
more the uppearance of the
white American than any
other race. A cultured col-
ored wuman, with gloves on
her hands and a veil on her
face, is hard to distinguish
from a cultured white
woman a little way off.

And the same is true of
men when the complexion is
not seen. We shall take the
position that the inherent
possibility of the Negro is
equal to that of any race.
Notwithstanding his envi-
ronments are against him,
yet he has the inherent
power to break through
them, and will brerk
through them and reach the
highest plane of Christian
civilization.

This is indicated by the
progress he has made in the
few years in which he has
had any chance for develop-
ment as an American eciti-
zen. Almost everything has
heen against him. Every
possible effort has been
employed by his enemies to
keep him down; but in spits
of all he rises. Like Isrsel of
old, the more he is op-

has left on record state-
ments which set farth the
fact bayond reasonable
doubt that an ancestor of the
Negro race was the first of
the earth’s great monarchs;
anc that the race ruled the
world for a long period; and
the ttatements of Moses are
confirmed by the testimo-
nies of the earliest secular
historians, whose writings
have come down to our time,
Ethiopia and Egypt were
first among the éarly mon-
archies, and these countries
were peopled by the descen-
dants of#élam, through Cush
and Mizraim,

Palestine was peopled by
Canaan, the younger son of
Ham, upon whom the curse
was pronounced; and, not-
withstanding the curse, his

terity ruled that land for
undred: of years, They
were in it when the promise
of it was made to Abraham;
and four hundred years
later, when Israel came out
of Fgypt, they were siill in
full possession of it. And
although the land was prom-
ised Lo Israel, yel two
tribes, the Jebusites and

Sidunians, resisted the at-
tacks of Is-ael for moré than
four huadred years after
they entered upon ther
promised possessions. Nei-
ther Joshua, nor the Judges
of Israel, cov'd drive them
out.

Bishop W. Hood was born
in Kennett Township,
Chaster County, Pa., May
30, 1831. His father's house
being near the line between
freedom and slavery was a
station of the Underground
Railroad, Henece, the boy
was very early impressed
with the evils of slavery and
imbibed an intense hatred
toward that institution, and
an intense love for his
afflicted race, This senti-
ment has bean a great factor
in shaping his conduet
through life. His mors] and
religious convictions were
fixed in early life. He was
¢onsible of a call to the
ministry, but hesitated a
long time because he felt a
lack of necessary qualifi-
eation, He was licensed o
preach in 1856; ordained a
dezcon in 1860; e¢lder in
1862, and bishop in 1872, He
entered upon a course of
studies soon after he was
licensed, and has been a
hard student ever since.

His first appeintment was
to a mission in Nova Scotia.
In December. 1861, he was
appointed to missionary

work in the Sasuth. Follow
ing the army, he reached
New Berne, N.C., January
20, 1464, As a traveling
minister he always had en-
couraging success, especial-
ly in North Carolina, in
whicn State his denomina-
tion bas had a larger follow-
i.ag than in any other. Two
of its most important insti-
tutions hzve been located
tnere, namely the Publi-
cation House at Charlotin

and Livingstone College at
Salishury. Bishop Hood was
one of the founders of the

colloge, and was President
of the Board of Trustees
during its early hlno:y.
