Argentina is one of threo
countries singled out by the
Carter Administration fof
military aid cuts because of
human rights violations. The
Admimstration veduced the
amount of credits for arms
purchases by more than half,
to $15 million. ‘The Argentine
military government subse-
quently rejected this amount,
saying that the ‘‘reduction
showed interference in the
internal affairs of our coun-
try.”

While the Administration
did take the initiative in this
case, it nonetheless illustrates
the role Congress must play
in foreign policy.

MAKING IT
THEROUGH WAY

A review of Headman, a
novel by Kin Platt, Green-
willow Books, William Mor-
rcw Publishers, N.Y., 1975,
Hardcover, 186 pages, $5.95.

Kin Platt is doubtless best
known for his creation of the
popular comic strip, “‘Mr.
and Mrs."" But he writes for a
far more variegated audience
through his novels and mys-
ieries for children and for
adults.

In Headman, Kin Platt’s
rare capucity to gel inside of
a situation and to make it
become alive for his readers
is especially evident. HMHeac™
man is the story of street
kids, stealing, fighting, stab-
bing, shooting.

One may regret that such
stories as Headman are writ-
ten.
