In a meeting two weeks
ago, called by Rev. AL.

_ Dauvis, Plains officials told

community members
they wanted the coopera-
tion ¢f the community
and were willing to offer
some sort of plan, which
the community proposes,
to help build up the area.
The officials had nothing
definate to offer.

So, community mem-
bers called a meeting
Wednesday night to
discuss the issue.

The crowd of nearly
100 voted to send Mrs.

Patrick,
DC." nn (Seorge

Scott, David’ Spwell and
Rev. A.L. Davis to notify
Plains that:

1. the community
rejects the idea of an
open pond and re-
commends the use of a
covered water filtration
system,

2 the community
wants any additional seed
storage South of Corc-
nado Drive to be placed
in sheet metal buildings,
and

3. the community
in the event the Qil Mill
purchases land north of
Coronado Drive, wants
the land to be used for
housing sponsored by the
Mill. The housing would
have to bz single family
dwellings, duplexes,
quarter-p'~xes, or for
light retail.

The housing could also
be used for reduced rent
dwellings for the elderly.

Throughout the meet-
ing, community members
emphasied the need for
total community support,
not the work of a single
individual.

Ervin said the Plains
officials said the pond
would be kept clean with
a bulldozer and surroun-
ded with a fence.

Concern for the health
of the community was
emphasized by Chatran,
who said, “Whatever ii
takes, we all have to be
working together. If any
of you are afraid, get up
and go home now. You
are going to get flack.”

Mr Holmes told the
group that he supported
the effort and was glad to
see enough pecple stand
on their hind legs and say
“mnotgoing todoit.
