One of 'he most glaring
ficfions hasbeen the impres-
sion givn by the preis that
perhaps the largest propor-
tion of those facing thedtulh
penaltyarc white.

This is untrue. Blacks ou
death rows throughout the
country art represented in
two to five times greater
proportionsthanblack popu-
lation numbers would settrj
to warrant.

This raisns several deeply
significant issues. First, the
deathpenaltyaswith incar-
ceration and the imposition
of bail has
placed the greatest burdens
upon those at the bottom of
the economic scale.

In spite of the fact that
penal scholars recognize thu?
