One blazing hot
summer in 1877, about
twenty-on-e soldiersof the
10th Cavalry, in hot
pursuit of Indians, were
campedat DoubleLakes
near present-da-y Taho-ka-,

Texas. For several
days, the troopers had
been experiencing
difficulty in obtaining
water on the arrid West
Texas Plains. Finally, in
an act or desperation,
after three and one-half-da-

without water, the
hooperswere forced to
drink theblood andurine
of their horsesto survive.

Eight youngmenof the
Roots Committee, an
historical society com-
prisedof black citizensof
the city of Lubbock, plan
to don calvary uniforms,
mount and relive that ill-fat-

July of 1877 , where
the troopers were
without water. The men
will reinact as ciosely as
possible,what historians
have dubbed, "The Lost
Niggef Expedition of
1877?'

'

The reinactment is
scheduledto leavebefore
sunrise, July 28. This
expedition would take
place at a point in time
whenthe city of Lubbock
is trying to establishitself
as a cultural and
historical center in the
state.

The director oi the
Roots Committee, Eric
Strong, said many black
peoplein the WestTexas
area feel that this is not
the place for black
personsto be. "We have
a lot of history, just as
much history as a lot of
otherpeoplein thisarea,"
said Strong. "We're just
trying to draw attention
to what we have."

Right after the Civil
War, the United States
.began to recruit blacks
into its Army. People
protested. They said
blacks would turn and
run when Lced with
danger.They said t was
too soon after Slavery to
give blacks guns. Some
said, no, they just
wouldn't serve in the
sameArmy with blacks.

These black men
became the 9th, 10th,
24th, and 25th regiments

the United States
Army. They chasedcaitle
rustlers, horse theives,
and especially Indians
'throughout the American
West. They evengot into
it a time or two with the
Texas Rangers.

In their time, there
were no better fighting
men in the world, Their
attitude is reflectedin the
motto of the ninth; "we
can and we will." They
were called all sorts of
names-Nigge-rs, Darbies,
bx Ju's, Moacs, and
Brunetts by various
groups. The Indians

dubbed them "Buffalo
Soldiers." Among the
Indians, the buffalo was.

That July of 1877,
CaptainNicholasNoland
and about 20 10th
Cavalry soldiers were
campedat Double Lakes
Noland, their white

sent his
guideout 15 miles to Dry
Lake to see if the guide
could find anyfreshsigns
of Indians or if he could
locate a sourceof water.
For seven days, Noland
and his black troopers
had been
difficulty obtainingwater
on the West Texas
Plains. The guide
returned and informed
the gioup that he had
seenforty Indians.

The '$oupsaddled!up
and at' 3 o'clock that
afternoonandtook out in
hotpursuit of the Indians.
When they reachedDry
Lake, the water was too
acidic to drink. They
found the Indian's trail
and followed expectingto
find water in the fifteen
miles ahead. The guide
waswrong. They madea
dry camp.

The next day the
temperatm.2was one a
hundred. It was their
second day without
water.Theyheadedback
toward Double Lakes55
miles away. Their throats
were so dry they could
not dissolve sugar or
swallow bread. After 3
andone-ftal- f dayswithout
water, they were forced
to drink the blood and
urine of their horses to
survive; They finally
reached Double Lakes
and found life-givin- g

water.

make some extra cash.

Eventually, he found a
cart in Ohio, but only
after searching without
any help.

teach.

We complain of Indica-
tions that our young people
are failing national standard-
ized tests more frequently
than in the past partly
because of "iiisufficic.it
homework." But the teach--

ers complain and snost
probably with some good
cause that it is the parents
who mustsupervisethe home-
work; and the homework
simply is hot done.

Time was, and in the
past, when rela-

tively poorly educated par-

ents not only saw to it that
their children studied for a
proper amount of time at
homebut alsoactually helped
them with problems which
they encountered.

Complaints that teachers
were t'sing some "new meth-
ods" were not always rele-

vant in those days because
often the parentshad been
exposed to practically no
method at all. It is fair to say
ut this point, however, that
there has been an admittedly
undue amountof experimen-
tation in someof ourschools.
School officials have been
known to alvise parents
specifically not to help their
children, since such help
might simply confuse them,

Fortunately, the period ot
most of those experiences is
behind us. But the fact re-

mains that far too many
parentssimply could rot care
less if their children did their
homework or not. Even:
worse, therehas beena crow-
ing trend toward parental
ovcr-protcui- and over

If our children can
do damage, in any way, to
propertyor to personsor to a

propriateand telling way.
Somesay that if laws were

passed affording discretion
for a parent, who is clearly
