A review of MNothing Could
Ae Finzer, by Michael Myer-
son, International Prblish-
ers, New York, 1978, 245
pages, Paperback, $3.95.

For those concerned with
“human ights’* and their
denials within the United
Statez, here is a clearly-writ-
ten account that tells a deeply
rovealing picture of hard,
bitter realities. _

Apparently written by an
advocate of left-wing poli-
tics, the book remains over-
wheliing objective in s
recitation of the denisls of
rights, of cconomic oppco:-
turit?, and of an education
in America as it either has
been or ideally hopes to be.

Writtén to afford a back-
ground for understanding the
now celebrated and legally
curious case of “'The Wil-
mington Ten,”" the book
becomes a popular legal and
social history of what some
will see as perhaps the ““‘most
subtly repressive state'" in the
nation.

We commend this book
for a broader and more posi-
tive reason: that of alerting
all liberty-conscious Ameri-
cans to the pervasive dangers
which lie in the shadows to
haunt all black Americans,
regardless of their state of
residence.,
