That health care should be
brought to the people is a
principle which no one can
deny. Still any experimental
approachto a massive proo-le-m

uhould take into consid-
eration beforehand its ulti-
mate financial and staffing
fea!ibiliy in relation to the
total need,

Perhapsthe most serious
criticism which may be made
of .the altogetherweiinnten
tioned assault on poverty
during the 1960's was the
priggish failure to makecare-
ful assessmentsas to iong-tes-m
