The Commission has now denounced the whole
concept  of aflirmative acticn a5 “unjustified
discrnimination™ that creates a “new class of victims".
The action was hrought on by a Deiroit case in which
police promotions from sergeant to heutenant are
made, aliernately from lists of whites and Blacks. in
order to correct the efiects of past racial
discriminetion against Blacks. The Commissiol. said
that such racial preferences create another form of
“unjustified . discrimination” and offend the
cunstitutional principles of equal prot:ction of the
laws

It has been clear from the beginning of Ronald
Reagan’s presideacy that he is hostile to the interests of
Americas minority citizens, and that he fully imcn’la
to do everything in his power to defeat those interests
whenever they appear to confliet with the interests of
the wite majority. He makes the proper noises at the
proper times, and gives lip service to the promotion of
racial equality. But that foous no one, l.ast of all
America's minority citizens

What Reagan does 1s more important than what he
says. wh~n it comes to civil rights, and what he actually
does is destructive of the rights of the minorities of this
nation. He packed the membersk p of the Commission
on Civil Rights by appointing people who are against
givii rights. He is obvipusly trying to destroy the
Commission and its work for racial justice in Aprerica,
just like he is trying to destroy the Legal Services
Corporation, wellsre programs for the needy. and
virtually all of the other governmenal operations
designed to aid “he poor. tne unenmiployed, and
America’s mihoriies

Although whit Reagan does is moie impoiant
than what he says, there is or ~ sense in which his words
are important. Carefully examined, Reagan'’s
statements on civil rights programs scrve as a warning
for what's ahoad if he i< elected to the presidency agam
As Congressman Don Edwards of California put it, "If
you will notige, one decision after anoth r mirrors
what the president has been saying all along in his
campaign statements and in his rhetorie about civik
rights.” Reagan Is out 10 A=stroy the ad\ances that
huve been m . fe over the past few decades in 1ae area
of civil rights and racial justicies, and he makes no
apology for this. He says he's “lor” racial equality, and
he works with all his might to cripple those
governmental programs and policies thal wctually
bring in =acial equality, '

And his gctual "commitment™ to racial justice is
gbout like his “commitment™ to his religious faith,
Reagan works hard to give the public impression that
he is & dedicated man of religion, and he has carelully
cultivated evangelical s ‘hristians in many ways. But as
the December 21, 1987 ‘ssue of The Chaistian Centudy
poluced out, he hus nu real, active membership 1any
church. Me gives viriunity none of his Income to &
church or any other charity, donating less than [ per
cvat of his gdjusted gooss income to cha dable and
uligiouaé.‘ 4+ 1979, As The “heisvan Centwry
rightly cofmented. this is “searcely & model of
Christiagf stewardship” by anyone's standas 3.

Whoever controls politics controls
the police. In no other year will Black Americans
individyally have.an opportunity (o effect politicel
and therefore economical, educational and social
change a< greately as this election year.

Black America’s increased voling strength ol
potentially 14 million votes (one out of five) indirclcny
and directly in support of a Black Americian
Presidential candidate can barter for political
gonvention. Common sense dictates unity in the face
of a frightened opposition to opening door for 0
million disenfranch.sed Black Americans: A demand,
not a plea, not a request, not a promise, but practical
con’ *ssions from the majority is in order, if the Black
American house is in shape. Success in achieving
demands for greater participationin Ame ica s society
stazts with unity in the Black American commun.ty.
Converting political power into €conomic power can
only be accomplished with a comm tment 1o the color
of our race. Racists and liberals alike will fight the core
foun lation of Black American liberation.

Berkely, California,. commonly thought of as the
hottest bed of liberal and leftist idealism in the
country, cannot deny its subtle undercurreats of
racism. Berkeley, CA has one of th: best pubiicschool
systems in  America on an academic basis,
Nevertheless, white families flee the school system, Its
Black American influx apparently is not aptly suited
for these suitcase liberals.

In the past, Texus nas been lagt among the 50 states
in the collcztion of child support payments from non-
custodial parents, Recent changes in Texas law,
however, should strongly improve collection efforts
for everyone.

On Scptembor |, 1983, the respousibility for
operation of the Title IV-D Child Support
Enforcement program changad from the Department
of Human Resources to the Atterncy General's office.
Collection efforte are expected to increase because of
the legal focus ol that office instead of the social
service focus of DKR.

Beginningin 1982, Texas siarted participating in the
hiternal Revenue Service Inercept Program on kehalf
of AFDC parents (Aid to Familics with Dependent
Children). Where someone is 3 months behind on
court-oruered child suprort and entitled io a federal
tax refund, the state will offset that refund for the past
due child support. _

The Attorney Generals Child Suppord
Enforc-.ment program is available to any parent
seckingtocollect court-ordered child support. There is
no ¢harge for AFDC recipients and a slidiag scale
charge for others. There is also a parent locator service
available for $31 if the absent parent’s location is
unknewn, Investigators are more successful if the
absent parent’s social serurity number is provided.

In addition to child support c¢nforcement, the
Attorney General’s Child Support office uses the
parent locator service to locale non-cusiodial parents
for the purpose of determining child custody or
retrieving a child who is being unlawfully held by a
parent.

Wasy wglon, D. C. ~
Officials of th Bah<’
religion announced last
week that recent informa-
tion indicates that the
Khomeimi  repime  has
significantly  incrélised
the persecation of he
Baha'is in lrar.

“There can no longet
be any doubt that this is
genocide,” said D, Firurz
Kanzemzadeh, the elected
Seeretary and a leader ol
the daha’s: D the United
States.

“Onee again in_ griel
and indignatior  we call
upon iae conlinue!
upport of the U, §,
government and world
op'nion in condemning
the jading and killing ol
Iranian Baha'.. becavse
of tne.’ religious fanh)”
he said.

State Dgpartmait
spokesman Alan  Rom-
herr also rei erated the U
5. government’s supoort
for ellorts “to highiight
and 10 combat the
{ranian governament-
dirccted persecution of
the Baha'is.” Citing new
and " distushing” reports
from Yriaa, he repeited
President Reagan's May
22 statement that

"America and the world
are increasingly alarmed
and dismiyed at  the
persecutica and severe
repression of the Baha'is
in Iran.”™

The American Baha'l
community rTecently
lcarned *hat nrare Lilan
180 lLianian Eaha'is,
imcluding many of the
faith's clecied leaders,
were arrested and jatled
in November and
December of 1983, in
courdinated actions all
over aran, Anovther 70
have beetl imprisoned
this manth. More than
550 members of the
Baha' faith, many of
thumm women., are now
imprsoned in vanious
lranizn jails.

Even though the Admin-
istranica emphasizes the re-
covery, in October '83 the
commiitee found that in
many large cities, hunger
has greatly increused. In
Cleveland, for instance,
food assistance requests in-
creased by 112 percent
from '81 to '83. in Denver
the increase was twice as
mucr in '83 as in 'S2.
Chicago, Seattle,

Detroit _

and most of the nation’s in-
dustrialized cities showed
scaring food assistance re-
uests. Forty-seven percent
of those hiving in high risk
areas are ‘dund 1o be un.
dermourished.

A recefil stiudy reveled
that in Chicage it was
found that for the period of
June-Septembey, 1983, 24
percent of the children were
admitted tc energy cen-
ters—10 percent were short
of stalare. It was learned
that malnutrit'on innlbitg
ncrmal growth,

A New York City '83
study showed that large
numbers of children have
less than 450 calorie- a
meal. These are just a rew
statistics on hungry
cillidren that Mr. Meese
could have Lothered to get.
