This
was due to Achan theft and lying to
conceal histheft The third occasion
is where Saul and his sonsbodies
wereburnedby the valiant men of
Israel. This isfound in 1 Samuel
31:7-1-3.

Let me begin with the caseof
Saul. The Israelites had just been
defeatedby the Philistines. The bod-

ies of King Saul and his sons were
capturedby the Philistines, beheaded
and nailed to the city walls. The
valiant men of Israel later collected
the bodiesof Saul and hissons.They
burned the bodies and took the bones
to be buried. It would appearthat the
bodieswere bumed becauseit was no
longer possibleto conduct the regular
burial for the corpsesdue to the
beheading.Also it is possible that
Israel did not want the Philistines to

further abusethe bodiesof their King
and hissons.

Seemingly the cremation of Saul
was more amatter of emergencythan
one of choice of properburial cus-

tom. The difference in the first two
occasionsof cremation and Saul and
his son'scremation appears to have
been a matter of judgement and pun-

ishment orderedby God. The first
caseis when a man marries a woman
and her mother(Leviticus 20:14).

Tomorrow
God commands that theman and the
women should beburned. I assume
the burning would take place while
they were still a.'ive since there is no

mention ot any other
form of death Tf for no
other reason,they shculd
have been burned for
being sfrtpid. Imagine the
man who thinks it is a
good idea to marry his
bride and hismother-in-la- w.

It shouldn'ttake a
declaration ofGod to
convince this man or

It 'would appear that the burning
could have been symbolically a
method of cleansing the evil that had
infected God'speople. In both cases
burning appearsto be a meansof
detouringothers from carrying out
tW samesins.

Cremation was practiced by the
Greeks and someRomansduring the
time of Jesus.This was their custom
ary method of burialfor the dead.
The Roman historian, Tacitus,writes
about thecustom (History volume 5).

I have been asked thisquestion
aboutcremationmore and more in
recent years. I am not sure that I

know the reason(s)why. It could be
that thosewho are burdenedwith the
lossof a loved one arebeing required
in advanceby them to cremate their
body. If you believe that this request
violates Scripture then I can under-

standthe dilemma. I want to be care-

ful and not go beyond what is written
in this matter (1 Corinthians 4:6). I
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do not have the liberty tc impose
what God doesnot impose, neithei
does anvotM else. I can neither con-

demn or condone the practice of cre-

mation. What I would encouragevon
to do is follow the example of bunal
that you see written in the Bible.
Then you know you can't go wrung.
If however, you are feeling guilty or
fearful about a loved one being cre-

mated, let me assureyou that if diet
loved one died in Christ, God hasthe
ability to raisehim or her from the
deed,scatteredashesJndall. He is an
tty powerful God. Pudsayswe are to
toe comforted by the knowledge that
thosewin die in Christ will be raised
to be with Him (1 Tliessalonians
4: 13-- IB). HopeMy this information

kvill give you strength for today and
hope for tomorrow.

To combat this problem, my

office has developedseveral innova-

tive solutions to help district attor-

neys work with Mexican authorities

to ensure that those who commit
h&Jnous crimes in Texas pay for
their deeds. In 2000, my office also

beganusingthe Internet as atool to

find fugitives on the run. Our
International fugitives Web Page
went onJJnprofiling severalper-

sons suspectedof having committed
heinous crimesin Texasand pre-

sumablyfleeing to Mexico. The
information containedin this page
is in both Spanish and English, and

it featuresinteractiveonline forms
where people with information on a
suspectcm submit tips electronical-
ly. You can accessthe pagethrough

ourWeb site at www.oag.state.tx.us.

We have also worked with media
on both sides of the borderto publi-

cize theidentity of wanted fugitives

and encouragethe public to access
our Web site. Our efforts have start-

ed to pay off. In May of this year,

the first dangerousfugitive was
arrestedin Mexico thanks to the
International Fugitives Web Page,
the diligent efforts of a Mexican
journalist, and the cooperation of
the Office of the Attorney General
