Smali Businesses:
Our Silent Crisis

In recent months thers have been increasing
reports about adverse economic conditions in the
business community. Naturally, much of this
Attenition has been given to the major industries
such a8 steel and auto; and for geood reasons,

Many of the working families In our
communities have jobs related to steel, and the
rise and ‘all of steel prices has become a
barometer for the economy sinuve the production
of many goads are tied directly to steel cutput
The auto industry 18 also critically important to
the overall siale o! lihe economy. IU's estimated
that one of every five Amaricans has a joh wHich is
related to the automobile in somc way.

Howevar, we tend Lo overlook a proulem which
r.as becoma overshadowed W all the gicom from
big business The plight of small businesses
remaing a silent crisis.

The Small Business Administration is now
predicting that the f{allute rate for small
businesses will continug to lag behind any
general recovery for the economy. Small
businesses have suffered from the tight
monetary, high interest rates policy of
Reaganomics; and the end rasull has been
consumer uncertainty and declining response.

Since the president’s budoel proposals want
into effect, 50,000 small businesses have gone
under

Large fi'ms as pointed oui above cartainly are
facing hard times also. However, these
companies can use lax breaks and profits from
investments: as cushions 10 make a rough ride a
bit easier. Small businesses Jo nol have this
luxury to rely an. In fact, bankruptcies for small
businesses increased by 32 percem between
1980 and 1981.

We musl guard against the further demise of
sma:l businesses oecause these ventures go to
the vary heart of our privcte enterpirise system.
However, because of the econoniic policies from
the Reagainﬂmimstratlon small busin
and will ‘continue to take it on'tf

While small businesses are struggling to
survive, the president managed to cut taxes fur
the rich and profitable corporations by a
staggering 3750 coillin over the next five years.

Sinall buginesses need reasonably interest
rates, allowances for start vp capital, tax vreaks
and additional monetary ,ncentive to remam in
husiness so they can bedctive In helping tcrevive
our slugaish economy.

Reagonomics as an economic medicine has
proven to be fatal lor too many small businesses,
Business fallures were heaviest for small
construction firms. From 1880 to 1881, the rata of
fallure for these firms Increased by 48 pe-<ent, In
retail trade the rate of failure jumped by 41

percent, for wholesale trade the rate was 32
percent. and o services tne increase “vis 27
pearcent.

For minority-cwned enterprises Lhe plcture is
even more bleak. A report from the Departmant of
Commerce recently sald that unless there is
assistance from the private sector, minorit

There has been atremendous amount of public
attention focused on Social Security in the last
five years. This «s proper because Social 3ecurity
directly iouches the daily lifc of virtually avery
American an. is of critical imporiance 1o the
nation. Social Security is America's bisic method
of providing a continuing income when earnings
are mduced or stop ause ol ratirament,
disability or death.

Jus! two yenerauons ayo, osly a tiny
percentage of Americans had protection against
the loss of eamings. Only 15 percunt were
covered by any sort of retirement system. Many
had lo depend upon ralatives or on welfare for
basic support. The developmant of the Social
Security system had changed this situation
drarnatically. Almost every American now has 2
direct stake in the system as either a benaficiary,
a contributor building protection for the future, or
the dependznt of a <ontributor. Ninety-thres
percent o! people 65 and older are eligible for
Socia! Sacurity bonafits. Ninety tive out of 100
y sung childres ang their rothers (/e protecled
by Social Sevurity survivor's insuranse. Four out
of five people of working age have protection
against Ine loss of income due to long-tarm
disability.

More than 35 million - one out of every six
Americans -- receive a Social Security benefit
each month. About 114 mlllion peopie paid into
the program in 1980.

in almost every discussion ahout Social
Security, come concern. is sxpressed about the
financial soundneass of the system. Persoins who
work for SSA are very keenly aware that the fear
that the system wiil become Iinsolvent is a very
real one lo many people. However, among
persons involved in studying or administering
Social Security, there is virtually no doubt that the
system will continue to pay benefils.

This is not to say that there are not financing
issues which must be faced, because theve are.
The benefiis will be pald because Social Security
is such a fundamental part of the economic,
social and political structure of this nation that t
would be virtually unthinkable to not fund it
