M ost Texans  a re  a w are  of the 
law wnich requires u d r iver  to ru  
me to a complete  s top  when uvei 
tak ing  from the r e a r  a  si bool bus 
which lias Btopiaxl to  receive oi 
d ischarge  school children. Aftei 
stopping Immediately behiiuj the 
bus. he  is then  allowed by law to 
proceed past sam e at a speed "wh 
ich Is prudent,  not exceeding ten 
(10) miles per hour, and with due 
euutlou fo r  the  safety of such 
child ren ."

W hat many persons do  aot rea­
lize is tha t  the  very sam e  rule ap 
Idles when M EETING a  stopped 
bus W hile  everyone  Is lntere:  led 
in pro tec ting  our  children, unlblng 
Lug viola tors of  th is  simple safety 
rule great ly  o u tnum ber  those  who 
comply. Fa i lu re  to follow th e  law | 
In th is  case  can  lead to fines up to 
$200.00 even when no accident o< 
c u r s .
