Clergymen may have their earn- 
Inga front the ministry counted to 
ward old age. aurvlvora, and dls- 
ability Inaurance protection If they 
formally Indicate within a specif! 
ed time their desire to ha e these 
earnings count*! When a clergy 
man comes under social se< urity 
he reports his earnings as self 
employment income even though 
these arnings may b» salary pah! 
him by the congregation or religi 
ous order which he serves. He 
must pay the social security self- 
employment tax on his eainings. 
The church or religious order 
which lie serves does not become 
Involved In any way.

Any clergyman who has not yet 
elected to be covered under the 
social secifrlty law must file a 
waiver certificate with the District 
Director of Internal Revenue on or 
before he <lue date of his income 
tax return for his second taxable 
year after 19r.6
