In the esse of S >uthwcstem 
Public Service Company, the 
decision was nude late last 
vest by the simple expedient 
of im itating the corporate 
Seal .xi a piece >f plain while 
paper.

When the resulting impress­
ion read. Incorporated, 
1921, V.‘71 became the e- 
lectriceompan. '$ golden an­
niversary year.

Up until that decision mak­
ing moment, five different 
years could make some Kind 
of a case for being the birth 
year, with one of them going 
all the way hack to 1994. 
The ot hers were 1 • -4. 1925 
and 1 *42. and the winner, 
1921.

1»21 won the battle bees ne, 
in addition to being the \car 
tbit came up on the seal. It 
was also the year of organ!• 
ration of the companv vliich, 
4 years later, took on the 
name of Southwestern Public 
Service Company.

The 1*21 company which 
hecame today’s Southwest­
ern, was the Roswell Public 
Service C otrvnv . Among Us 
incorporators was Ht Dow 
weft-known 'TFvfW'M- 
onecr and a director and gen­
eral consol for Southwestern 
Publ ic ServlceCompanv until 
hit death in 19r >.

The name change to South­

western Public Service Com­
pany came tn 1925. which 
was also the year that ex- 
vansion began w ith the pur­
chase of electric systems in 
A tesla and Carlsbad.

1325 was als<> die year the 
comrianv first began opwra- 
rims In Texas, with the pur­
chase of the electric systems 
in Amarillo, Pampa and Pan­
handle

The 19 \ are the m :st in­
teresting ears in the e lec­

trical development of this 
region.

The region w*j then, bas­
ically. a cluster of small 
towns, each of which had ;ts 
own inadequate, and usually 
antiquated, electric supplier. 
There were few, ff arrr In­

terconnections, « ith other
com nunltics or electric sys­
tems. Most of the towns were 
only large enough to be serv - 
ed by a single circuit, and if 
something happened the
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whole town was out of power 
until it was repaired 
This was an era which also 

brou^ttsomc communities e - 
lectric service for the first 
time In late 1926, Lit ex­
ample. Southwestern built i 
rranswitssfon fine from Am­
arillo to Parma and brought 
electric service to Wnlte 
Derr. Texas lor the first 
time -  on Chrlatmas E\e.

There was still considerable 
fragmentation insofar as e-

iectric service was concern­
ed and parts of seven comp­
anies. each of them a sub­
sidiary of at least one hold­
ing companv - were serving 
throughout the area, 

it was apparent, then, tliat 
the electric serv ice needs of 
the area could be met even 
more efficiently and eco­
nomically if it were served 
by a angle, independent, 
operating company, devoid 
of holding companv ties, lo­
cal! v managed and Immcd- 
iatclv responsive to area 
needs

In short. the region, which 
had fairly common agricul­
tural and business bonds, lent 
itscll to integration, in the 
electric sense of that word.

The Public Utility Holding 
Corr.panv Act of 1935 and 
cooperation between govern­
ment and business made this 
integration possible.

The holding company sub­
sidiaries which had been 
serving the region were merg­

ed into a tingle entity. 
Southwestern Public Service 
Comiany, an independent, 
integrated operating comp­
any. It was the first such 
com .any. incidentally, to 
result from the' application 
of the Holding Coimany 
Act.

Thus ft was. as the area 
embarked on the most rapid

ronmental problems that have 
haunted some utilities have 
not yet interfered with South­
western's progress, and, as­
suming a reasonable approach 
to the environment and e c ­
ology, they shouldn't in the 
future, either.

Insofar as air pollution is 
concerned, sulfur dioxide, 
in particular, the least e f­
ficient plant on Southwest­
ern's system is discharging 
into the atmosphere only 
one-tenth of the sulfur diox­
ide that is accepted as o. k. 

Southwestern doesn't make 
much of a contribution to 
thermal pollution of water, 
either, inasmuch as it uses 
cooling towers rather than 
discharging hot water into 
rivers or sDeams. There's 
one exception to that broad 
statement at the Carlsbad, 
New Mexico, power plant 
where the condensing water is 
discharged into the Pecos 
Rivet but the temperature in­
crease is within the limits of 
the state law. The Carlsbad 
residents who use the beach 
or fish close to the plant lo­
cation teem to feel that the 
warmer water irmtoves rather 
than hurts their recreational 
activities.

At the other plants, with 
their cooling towers, the dls-
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charge that you sec in the 
alt on a cold day is nothing 
more than water vapor, and 
isn't polluting the air one 
bit.

Actually, with a tongue-in- 
cheek approach, you could 
say that the air which flows 
over the cooling towers Is 
better because it gets a little 
moisture added and also gets 
washed. But, it's not really 
a large percentage of the at­
mosphere in the region. 

Southwestern is working to 
retain the fresh water re­
sources of the region, and at 
two of its power plants, 
Nichols Station near Amar­
illo, and Jones Station, 
Southeast of Lubbock, uses 
reclaimed sewage effluent as 
cooling water. This conser- 
vationpractice saves t>, 000, -  
000 galloas of fresh water a 
day and that's enough to meet 
the needs of a city in the 
20,000  range population 
bracket.

The oceans of the w< rid 
will provide the fuel source 
for electric generation in the 
future, if research in which 
Southwestern is participating 
comes to fruition.

This would be thermonuc­
lear fusion, the fusion of 
light atoms into heavier e - 
tements. and a child's pall 
of seawater would provide e- 
noughfuel to generate the e -  
lectricity for the average 
home for a year.

There ia. incidentally m ite 
energy available from the 
hydrogen atoms in 7 1/2 
square miles of seawater than 
from all the foasil fuel re­
serves inthe world, snd that. 
In Itself, tmkes the research 
exciting.

But the excitement of ther­
monuclear research goes far 
beyond its potential as a 
source of electric power 

The fusion process for mak­
ing electricity will require 
ionized gases at tempera­
tures of millions of degrees. 
These ionized gases - they’re 
known as plasma • may be 
used ss a fusion torch to vap- 
porize waste materials of all 
kinds, ruining them into c -  
lectnfled particles of their 
constituent elements, and 
making possible the recov­
ery of hasicraw materials for 
recycle into oe» products.

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Olton's Pickle Industry 
II Boom To Economy
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Twenty-one pickle pushers 
of Olton are in the pt ce«  
of harvesting 430 acres of 
cucumbers that are going 
directly to Texarkana where 
they are made into a "rain­
bow of pickles by the Rain­
bow company

Thia pickle industry in the 
northeastern part of Lamb 
County is really a boom to 
the economy, especially in 
and around Olton.

Olton’s Jack Straw Gin co­
ordinates the cucumber har­
vest. Each year the Rainbow 
pickling firm at Texarkana 
allots their needed number 
of acres to tlton farm ea. 
Growers who have been in 
the program longest get 
choice.

Acreages are alloted a c ­
cording to previous harvests, 
since pickles can be stored 
three to five yean.

This is the Straw Gin’s 
thirteenth year in the cu­
cumber business. All of the 
cucumben picked are brought 
to the gin where they are 
graded, culled and packed 
into crates that hold 1,000 
to 1.100 pounds each.

The gin handles 650 hired 
hands, sending pickers where 
they are needed, one crew 
to the field.

Farmers growing cucumbers 
have an average of 30 acres 
each, and these acres are 
scattered in the event of hail 
storms.

A crew is one and one-half 
persons to the acre, and the 
pickers get 60 cents for ev­
ery 50-pound sack picked. 
Fields ate picked every third 
day.

Harveatorsare paid on every 
lord and the crew boss is 
paid as soon as his truck is 
unloaded and graded. Twel­
ve to 15 trucks are kept on 
the road to the plant at Tex­
arkana.

The harvest usually lasts a -  
bout 12 weeks but this year's 
crop will be about two weeks 
short because recent rains 
caused mtldjw.

The cucumbers are easily 
grown, don't take much out 
of the soil and will net a 
farmer an average of $300 
to $250 an acre Last year 
was a good year that netted 
growers around $400 an acre. 
Cucumbers that sre good 

eating size but too Urge for 
pickling arc considered culls, 
and these are fed to range 
cattle.

Pickles grown in the Olton 
area are considered the best 
in the country, according to 
Jack Straw.

Pickles are a tremendous 
economic boost, considering 
that these 650 laborers aver­
age $10 - $12 per day over 
a 12-week perlodand almost 
alt of this money is spent 

with Olton merchants.

Increased
The mechanical harvesting 

of up to four crops of pick- 
lingcucumbers each growing 
season will be made possible 
in the near future by current 
research of the Soil and 
Crop Sciences Department of 
at Texas A & M University 
under Dr. Leonard M Pike 
and assistants. W.A. Milkey 
and Ronald Shcllenberger

AnexcuhiveAA M herma­
phroditic inbred line (TAM'J 
950) of cucumbers promises 
a m ich increased harvest of 
the hamburger lover's delight.

Since Dr. Pike came to 
Texas A & M in 1968 from 
Michigan State University, 
the hermaphroditic inbred 
line has been developed and 
demonstrated to be homo­
zygous for the hernia phrod - 
itic sex expression This 
simply mians that all the 
flowers on the TAMU 9‘>0 
stem ire perfect flowers hav­
ing both die male and fe­
male parts. Each flower is a 
potential cucumber fruit.

The plant itself branches 
profusely and ptoduceselust­
ers of the per.'ect flower at 
each node. They arc small 
in size and produce fruit very 
early and generally set sev­
eral fruits simultaneously 
that give a concentrated fruit 
set. A once-ovcrmechanical 
harvest and then tillage and 
replanting would make poss­
ible the production of up to 
four crops in one season.

Promises
Harvests
"Thi real value of the her­

maphroditic tine lies in its 
potential as a pollinator of 
ofgynoecious lines in the 
production of hf.jh yielding 
disease resistant hybrids The 
resultant fl hybrids are 100 
percent gynoecious (all fe­
male) in sex expression which 
means that each flower on 
the hybrid is also a potential 
fruit and of better quality 
thanthe hermaphroditic par­
ent, ” Dr. Pike points out.

In addition to producing 
the fl hybrids, the herma­
phrodite, through its unique 
genetic system, pioneers the 
way for producing the world’s 
first three-way hybrids and 
the first parthenocarpic 
(seedless) hybrids, he also 
said.

The results of this research 
will be of Importance to all 
phases of the $350 million 
pickle industry. Hybrids us- 
ingthe hermaphrodite should 
cost tiie growers less than the 
convential types with yields 
increastngio the point where 
sncclunlcal harvesting will 
fiv e  larger returns, mu a 
better quality pickle will be 
the rc ard for the consumer.

The joint estimate of Plains 
CntonGrowers, Inc. and the 
Lubbock Cotton Exchange 
projects 1911 cotton pro­
duction from 25 High Plains 
countiesat 1,801, 000 hales, 
slightly above last year's 
final total of 1 ,162 .350  
bales. But officials of both 
organizations point out a 
number of factors that may 
require revisions in the es­
timate as the season progress­
es, "and the revisions could 
go in either direction," they 
a y .

According to !>ona!d John­
son, Executive Vice Presi­
dent ofPCG, one of the most 
perplexing piublems in com­
piling the August 1 estimate 
is the absence of any firm 
criteria m  which to base 
sanding acreage figures In 
past years farmers were re­
stricted to planting acreage 
within fixed allotments but 
beginning this year they are 
free to plant as many acres 
as they please. This program 
change Johnsonuyv "chan­
ges the rstim jte of cotton 
acres from an estimate to a 
'gucstimate, "and leaves 
much mors room for error. 
i"*n the plus side for cotton 

prjduction in the area this 

year is a considerable, but 
unuhulated increase in cot- 
ton planted to "skip-row" 
patterns. Current law requires 
producers to "set aside* an

acreage equivalent to 20 per 
cent of their base allotment, 
and this can be accomplish­
ed by leaving two or more 
blank rows between rows of 
cotton. Thus mine producers 
than normal have skip-row­
ed" their cotton, and other 
things being equal this can 
often increase production per 
planted acre by 30 percent 
or more.

Good indications of a strong 
market this fall is another 
factor which could influence 
per-acre yields this year. 
Farmers over the area, gen­
erally. are trying harder to 
make maximum yields, with 
better weed and insect con­
trol. additional fertilizers 
and irrigation water.

As usual, however, weath­
er conditions from now 
through harv ;tt will have by 
far the biggest influence on 
Plains production. The crop 
is from two to three weeks 
later than "normal"' this 
vear, which males the size 
of crop dependent on warm 
temperatures from now until 
harvest, a September and 
a frost date no earlier than 
the first week of November 
and preferably later 
J ’hnson a id  the 1 .8  m il­

lion bale estimate is not bas­
ed on seldom-seen "opti­
mum" weather conditions, 
leaving room for some im­
provement in tout product­

ion prospects "But by the 
same token if cool temper­
atures a wet Fall and an 
early freeze should all work 
against us our production 
could drop well below the 
current estimate,* he added.

Should the estiinste of pro­
duction prove essentially eoc’ 
rect, value of the crop to 
High Plains farmers would 
come to around 1310 million, 
includlngllnt. seed and fed­
eral support payments.

EARTH NEWS-SUN
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Steps Set Te Implement 
Preprietery School Act
AUSTIN - -  A sequence of 

steps designed to ItnpleniMit 
the new Texas Proprietary 
school Act by January 1, 1992, 
wasannounced recently by tire 
Texas Education Agency.

The act. passed by the 62nd 
Legislature, will for the first 
time require the Texas Edu­
cation Agency toregulate pri­
vately owned business, tech­
nical. vocational, and home 
study schools.

Some 900 privately owned 
-chools in Texas and nation­
wide schools which sell home 
study cou ses In the state are 
expected to come under the 
new law, according to Henry 
Bobo, director ol the Agency's 
division of proprietary schools 
and veterans education.

The Agency has had approval 
authority of 239 schools which 
have been offering courses to 
vetetans. During the past year, 
for example, Agency staff 
members averaged more than 
two visits to 61 business, 74 
vocational-technical, 104 fly­
ing, 27 theology, 30 barber, 
58 beauty , and several hund­
red high schools which offer 
adults preparation for the Gen­
eral Educational Development 
test. They have also checked 
on 124 hospital training pro­
grams. 848 on-the-jrb train­
ing, and 248 apprenticeship 
programs.

Under the new Texas Pro­
prietary School Act each 
school will be required to ;.ay 
a $100application tee and post 
a $25,000 performance bond.

The following schedule of 
activities to Implement the 
act by January 1, 1972. was 
outlined In a letter sent by 
Dr. J. W. Edgar. Texas com­
missioner of education, to all 
proprietary schools, profesi- 
slonal and trade associations 
and other Interested persons. 

On September 11. 1971, the 
State Board Education will 
appoint a Proprietary School 
AdvtoofvCom ntaslon aa pro­
vided for In the act.
On September 14, 1971, this 

commission will m :et In Aus­
tin to dganue and to consider 
recommendations to the ad­
ministrator (eommluloner of 
education) and the State Board 
of Education with respect to

application, forms, policies, 
and standards as required by 
the act.

On October 2 , 1971. the 
State Board of Education, 
meeting In Austin, will con­
sider recommendations sub­
mitted by the adm Inlstrator and 
the advisory cutum sslou and, 
after public hearing, will ap­
prove application formi and 
such policies and standards as 
are ready at that time.

On or about October4 , 1971, 
and thereafter, application 
formi for certificates of ap­
proval will be available from 
the Agency division of pro­
prietary schools and veterans 
education.

On November 13, 1971, the 
State Board of Education, 
m Mtlag m A M h . -  ill c m -  
aider, after public hearing, any 
further recommendations from 
the com nlssloner of education 
and the advisory :om tilsslon 
with respect to policies and 
standards needed to govern 
administration of the Texas 
Proprietary School A a .

Prior to December 31 . 1971. 
each applicant who hat on 
file with the Texas Education 
Agency an acceptable and 
complete application for a 
certificate of approval will re­
ceive a litter signed by the 
commissioner acknowledging 
that the application Is on file 
in acceptable and complete 
form.
