The 1959 Census of Agriculture, 
conducted In Iatmb County last 
fall, counted 1,636 farms, accord 
In* to a preliminary report just 
taaued by the Bureau of the Cen 
xus, U. S. Department of Com, 
raerre. Total land In farms was 
637,181 acres. The average value 
of farms (land and buildings) In 
the county was $96,521.

Of the county's farm operators. 
196 owned their farms. 119 own 
ed part of the land and rented 
additional acreage, and 720 were 
tenant fanners.
. .The average age of farm oper 
ators in the county was 119 
years. There were 98 farm oper­
ators 65 or more years of age.
Of the 1,636 farms in the county. 

1,609 were commercial farms.
In the 1951, the census shows. 

L&mb County had 1787 farms 
However the average site of each 
farm increased from 368.9 in 1951 
to 389 7 in 1959
