Billion

W ill the residents of Lamb 
County pay more when tax day, 
April lb , arrives than the ap­
proximate $9, 354, OOOthe gov­
ernment collected from resi­
dents last April?

TheTreasury Department ex­
pects the amount to he well ab­
ove last years contributions due 
to the fact that earnings In tlie 
local area were greater on the 
average than during the pre­
vious year and the 10 percent 
surtax was In effect throughout

the year.
Figures released by the Inter­

nal Revenue Service covering 
the State of Texas asa whole 
show that individual Income 
taxes collected in the state last 
year came to $4,067,000,000 
with local taxpayers contribut­
ing . 23 percent of tlie total.

In the budget recently submit­
ted to Congress the prediction 
Is that personal income taxes 
will reach $92. 2blllion nation­
ally or about $5 billion m ire 
than last April.

Tax payments from Lamb 
County residents, in line with 
the economic advances made 
In tlie local area In the past 
year and based upon prelimin­
ary Income reports, are ex­
pected to be about $9,915,000,

or some $561,000 more than In 
1969.

Personal income taxes for the 
following fiscal year will he 
$1.2 billion lower than this 
year, according to die banquet. 

Tills Is due to tlie fact that the 
economy generally is in the 
doldrums, with more unem­
ployment in 1969 and because 
the surtax was reduced from 10 
percent toDpercent for the first 
naif of 1970 and will be e li­
minated entirely In the second 
half of the year.
