In a step that well may echo through the entire 
U.S. telecommunications industry, the Taxaa at­
torney general has accused Southwestern Bell 
Telephone of overcharging residential customers la 
Texas to finance a price war against competitors.

In a 17-page document, Atty. Gen. John L. Hill 
■tapped recently into ■ complicated pricing dispute 
between the Bell System subsidiary in this state and 
one of its competitors, Fiek Telephone Systems of 
Houston.

The battle before the Texas Public Utility 
Commission, with a decision expected sometime this 
month, originally stirred little interest outside in­
dustry circles. The crux of the battle was a charge by 
Fiek end the Taxaa Interconnect Association, a 
trade group, that Bell was pricing its Dimension 
business switchboard below any reasonable coat 
value and financing the price war with overcharges 
to residential and other Texas basic service 
customers.

It ie a claim that Bell's competitors havs bean 
made nationwide, raoet often through the 
Washington-based North American Telephone 
Association. This is a trade group that represent* 
the major manufacturers and contractors dealing in 
telephone systems equipment sold in competition 
with Bell end its allies among the 1,600 U.S. in­
dependent telephone companies or common earners.

There have been several findings of underpricing, 
but no major government official has accused Bell in 
such harsh terms of anti-competitive tactics as did 
Hill in his intervenor's brief filed November 70 but 
not circulated widely until some weeks later.

In his statement, Hill reminded the commission 
that Texas law required it to "affirmatively condemn 
all practices of public utilities that tend to restrict or 
impair competition between the utility and any 
entity selling, leasing or performing services in 
competition with the utility.”  He said that com­
mission was required to "take whatever action ia 
necessary to stop such practices.”

Hill’s intervenor's statement said: " I t  ia the 
conclusion of this office that the actions of all 
members of the vertically integrated Bell system are 
consistent only with their overall objective of pricing 
the Dimension PBX unit (switchboard) below its 
overall cost of development, production and 
marketing in order to control the available PBX 
market.

As a necessary aspect of such pricing scheme, 
portions of the unrecovered costs of the Dimension 
PBX were paid by the general residential telephone 
rate payer. As hereinafter discussed, the explanation 
for actions by the Bell System members have been 
inadequate to carry their burden of persuasion that 
such practices ere not condemned as anticompetitive 
under the law setting up the state's Public Utility 
Conunieaion."

The Hill document also noted: "Predatory pricing 
to gain or hold monopoly power is recognized ■■ ■ 
classical violation of the antimonopoly laws of the 
United S ta tes ’

In summing up the case against Bell, Hill noted 
that Bell had a 96 percent share of the PBX market, 
which he called ■ "monopoly." The document then 
■aid:

"Each policy decision made (by Bell) In connection 
with the development end marketing of the 
Dimension PBX was designed to promote end 
eolidify Southwestern Bell's monopoly position in 
the Texes market through the elimination or 
raatraint of competition

Using this cash flow 
budget, farmers and 
ranchers can avoid 
financial difficulty in 
mee t i ng  cur rent  
operating expenses and 
debt repayments.

2 Wrap trunks of 
newly planted trees and 
shrubs to prevent 
sunscald. lessen borer 
damage and prevent 
desiccation.

3. Make sure 
evergreens have suf

ficient soil moisture. 
Dry, cold winds often 
cause more damage by 
dessiccation than does a 
severe freeze or cold 
spell.

4 Select and order 
gladiolus corms for 
March and April 
planting

5. Prepare soil and 
beds for planting spring 
and summer flowering 
annuals and perennials. 
Add several inches of 
organic material over the 
bed area and spade or till 
to a depth of 6 to 8 in­
ches. Peat moss, 
shredded pine bark, 
composted gin trash or 
barnyard manure will 
provide the necessary 
organic material.

6. Resist the urge to 
start pruning. Wait until 
next month.

7. Review nursery 
c a t a l og s ,  garden 
magazines, and seed 
catalogs for ideas of new 
plants to use. Order any 
seeds needed so you will 
have them when ready to

to repair, sharpen or 
adjust garden tools and 
equipment.

Speir eeid the ex­
perimental pilot project 
will be conducted in 
w i d e l y  s e p e r e t e d  
station* throughout the 
stata. ' Special camera 
equipment will be used 
on a comparison basis. 
The equipment has the 
capability of immediate 
production of a photo 
driver license after the 
a p p l i c a n t  h a s  
established eligibility 
and qualified for e 
license.'' he added.

Speir added that the 
applicant will then 
receive a validated photo 
driver* license before 
leaving the examining 
station. He will not have 
to wait 20 to 30 day9 for 
the license to be mailed 
nor will it be necessary 
for the licensee to drive 
on a temporary paper 
permit until the license 
is issued from the central 
DPS facility in the 
Capital City.

"W e are constantly 
trying to upgrade the 
been- mg system and we 
hope that this ex­
periment will prove to be 
a more convenient 
service to the public 
than the central issuance 
system which we now 
use," Speir emphasized.

He added that a 
careful evaluation will be
