trasu. Us Moscow and Lenin­
grad subways are splendid, but 
tens of millions of its people 
are unable to own the low­
est pricedautomobile.lt boasts 
of ptogtess in education but 
the most read American mod­
ern book, asked for in Public 
Libraries throughout Russia to­
day - happens to be "Uncle 
Tom's Cabin." The Soviets 
deny theit people the tight to 
read newspapers and magazines 
from abroad ot to hear Foreign 
news tadio broadcasts. Russia 
p r o d u c e s  a Sput ni k ,  but 
it slur ply restricts the produce 
tion of refrigerators, washing 
machines, v a c u u m  cleaners 
and othet durable goods which 
would raise the standard of 
living of Its masses. Us leaden 
encourage infiltration and sub­
version by Communists for the 
purpose of ruthlessly overthrow 
lng foreign governments, and 
at the same tim e, the common 
people of Russia desperately 
nope they may live at peace 
with the world.

Russia denounces the Western 
World for m a t e r i a l i s m  and 
simultaneously destroys religi­
ous Institutions and concent 
rates the entire energy of m  
people on a dictated program 
of sneer, naked m atcrialism -- 
rccently e m p h a s i z e d  by an 
upgrading of a "less butter and 
more guns" campaign.

We might hope that eventu­
ally, in some Russian libraries 
there may appear a book by a 
conte in potary of Harriet-Bee- 
cher Stowe - one A. Lincoln-- 
in which Russians can read and 
I quote: "It is true that you 
may fool all the people some 
of trie time; you can even fool 
some of the people all the 
time; but you can 't fool all 
of the people all of the tim e r  
If they ever discover these 
words, possibly it might give 
them some comfort.

U is perhaps redundant to 
state that this is an audience 
composed of people who love 
their country deeply.and who 
revere our form of Government, 
We all think that our form of 
government is the best, the 
most effective and the most 
equitable form of government 
ever devised. But you know, 
our kind of Republic can only 
be the best kiud if it is Intel-

ligcntly u s e d  by informed 
people d e t e r m i n e d  to have 
the nest government on earth.

We must always remember, 
we must never forget, that a 
good form of government does 
nos guarantee good govern­
ment. You only get good gov­
ernment by using a good syst­
em vigorously and intelligent-

ly - with vigilance and con­
tinued effort. Many Americans 
today take much too much 
for granted. Many of us have 
become used to the plenty we 
are now producing, and a way 
of life that we think of at 
quite natural. Believe me, 
there is nothing natural about 
it at all. Look at India, look

at Africa, look at China - Red 
of Free. Return now to our 
country - -  there are many ar­
eas m our states where we can 
and must improve the stand­
ards of living.

I believe mat this can only 
be done through hard work, 
education and a willingness 
on the pan of the A tncncan

people to live up to their mag­
nificent traditions. Every edu­
cated person in the United 
States has a duty and a resp­
onsibility towards seeing that 
they do their share to help 
their community. This is ex­
actly what the Pennsylvania 
signers to the Declaration of 
Independence did so well.

But what are we doing? Not 
living in Dallas, not its out­
skirts. I do not know how many 
people in this room are serving 
in the State Government, as 
legislators, judges, on the P* 
roie Board, just to name a few 
of the areas of public service.

On a county basis, I wonder 
how many of you bright women 
are sharing m your county 
government'7 As clerks or in 
any other fashion. And in your 
townships, how many ot you 
arc holding the infinite variety 
of jobs available on the city 
commissions or serving on the 
Board of Aldermen, or what­
ever body governs the smaller 
community in Texas,

A show of hands might prove 
enlightening. It might also 
prove to be an indictment of 
too many of us for not forging 
ahead in a field that is so in* 
portant to the country we love.

Ii is always dangerous for a 
visitor to challenge her audi­
ence. But - to tli-ise A o  take 
no active part in the local 
running of tfieir state, city or 
township who merely allow 
themselves the luxury of con* 
pUuniag or not even bothering 
to find out what ishapperung- 
to those whose indifference is 
now i  habit, has u never oc­
curred to them that they are 
abrogating their rights as c iti­
zens, and not fulfilling the 
jobs that were entrusted to 
them by our forefathers?

Prior to the last November 
elections, I was in Charlotte, 
North C a r o l i n a  , and I was 
saddened to be told that only 
30fr of registered voters turned 
out for the primaries in Meck­
lenburg County, the largest 
county in the state! In my own 
District in New York City -  a 
very very large one, we are 
lucky if we get 10$> out for the 
primaries!

What is it we so proudly hail? 
A memory, an emotional nos­
talgia? Or could we perhaps 
reconsider • a give a little 
more elbow grease to the Land

of the Free and the Home of 
the Brave!

I beg of you - sincerely and 
humbly - to think about what 
I have just said as the coming 
days, weeks, months and years
go by.

The next time someone asks 
you to serve on a committee, 
to give funds, to write letters, 
to call a meeting, to go and 
see people -  to address envel­
opes, to deliver literature • to 
do any chore that is useful arql 
helpful - remember this list of 
Americans: George Washington, 
Thomas Jefferson, Betsy Ross, 
Robert Fulton, Nathan Hale, 
Robert E, Lee, Sam Houston, 
Samuel Morse, Abraham Lin­
coln,Thomas A. Edison,Oliver 
Wendell Holmes, Franklin Del­
ano Roosevelt, Our marines, 
who placed the Flag at Mt. 
Sunbachi and John Glenn........

These people h a v e  g i v en 
much more to the United State* 
than most of ushete today will 
ever be able to give.

You know, many of us today 
think that the words commun­
ism, socialism and fascism are 
dangerous words, they do not 
frighten me nearly as much as 
another"ism" - somnambulism. 
Think upon this.

A moment ago I was speak­
ing of the contrasts in Russia. 
But we ourselves are also a 
nation of strange paradox. At 
the moment in our history 
when we burgeoned and dev­
eloped to such an astoaishing 
extent - m the 19th century - 
when we opened up the West, 
built rsilruuds, formed dozen* 
more st a t e s - and began to 
show the signs of becoming 
the nation that we now are—  
at that time there was no one 
to borrow from. No League of 
Nations.no Uhited Nations.no 
Lend-Lease, no Marshall Plan, 
no private foundations and 
most curious of a l l , . .  not even 
a Federal income tax!

And yet we managed by long 
hours of hard work, by thrift, 
by faith, by courage, to do 
quite a Job. The modem ex­
pression "What's in it for me 7" 
nad never even been coined 
in those days! We worked and 
served then to attain a goal. 
Now we have reached what 
many of us think is that goal, 
but can we afford to coaat? 
Have we really changed so

Mrs. Louise Bushnell Stresses 
Importence of Responsibility

THE IMPORTANCE OF 
RESPONSIBILITY

An Address by Mrs, Louise 
Bushnell, Director, Women's 
Deapnment,National Associa­
tion ofMaiiufacturcrs, before 
the Texas Federation of Wom­
en's Clubs, Dallas, Texas, 
May 14. 1963,

"The things that our flag 
stands for, were created by the 
experiences of a great people. 
Everything that it stands lor 
was written by their lives. The 
flag is the embodiment NOT ob 
sentiment alone, but of h isto ry. 
It represents the quality of 
the American people • th e  
results of those who act and 
live under that flag.

The memories of such men 
as Clyner, Franklin, Morris, 
Norton, Ross, Rush. Smith, 
Taylor and Wilson - all nine 
Pennsylvanians and signers of 
the Declaration oflndepend- 
ance are still very much alive 
today.

The debt we owe to these 
men, and their counterparts 
from other states, is one that 
is not even 200 years old. A 
debt that indeed our children^s 
children will also be paying. 
The American Revolution was 
not a distant explosion, from 
which the dust has long settled. 
The American Revolution is a 
continuing process of applying 
our basic principles held in 
the tenets of our Constitution, 
to new problems that arise out 
of new experiences.

For many centuries, almost 
up to the beginning of the 
1700's, living standards, social 
ideals and political concepts 
for the masses of people were 
essentially similar all over 
the world. In many respects 
life in the early 1700's was 
not wholly unlike life two 
thousand years ago. Candles 
and oil lamps were used for 
tight,fireplaces for heat, ho* 
sfcs and sailing ships for travel. 
No message could be sent 
faster than a man could trav­
el.

As late as 1812, it took three 
months fot the people as far 
away as Ke n t uc ky to know 
who had been elected Presiih 
ent of the Uhited States in 
November. When Benjamin 
Franklin first took the st a go- 
coach from Rnladelphi a to 
New York, he spent four days 
upon the journey. His dftver 
spent his time knitting stock­
ings as the coach jogged along. 
All the trade between Boston 
and New York was carried on 
with two stagecoaches and 
eight horses, and in winter the 
trip took a week]

When this nation, shortly 
after its birth sent its first rep- 
rcs< (native to the British gov­
ernment, the captain of the 
sailing vessel ill New York 
harboi told him to come ab­
oard at once. He hurriedly 
bought a sack of flour, three 
hams and a bag of potatoes, 
and arranged onuup for a sail­
er to  cook his meals. He ex­
pected tile ship to sail any 
hour, but it was five weeks 
before the ship left the harbor 
and six weeks more before the 
representative of the govern­
ment of the United States saw 
the coast of Britain. I cannot 
help but wonder how much 
longer it took our represeuta* 
ive to get to London, to find 
lodgings, and then to wait un­
til he could present his papers 
or person to the King!

Strangely enough, with all 
of tlie changes and miracles 
that have taken place in our 
world - here in our country - 
in others, the world has stood 
still. In some countries, oxen 
slowly thresh grain by tredding 
it under foot just as they did 
2,000 years ago. The women 
of Jericho go to the well for 
water and carry it in earthen 
jugs on their jeads just as they 
did in the days of Abraham, 
Isaac and Jacro. The nations 
that were left behind now are 
providing Communism with 
its • parlous promises of rapid 
industrial progress and a wide 
field for Marxist propaganda.

When the Communists came 
to power in 1917, they did not 
change the historical nattem 
under which the Russian peo­
ple had lived. However, the 
Revolution in 1917 made an 
extremely significant and far 
reaching change. The ruhng 
party i m posed upon the Russian 
economy a rigid framework of 
state planning. Tins was the 
great change from the past m 
Russia.

Since 1917,the entire Russian 
economy, including family 
life, education, agriculture, 
uiduttry and even letters, sci­
ence and the arts, lias been 
placed In a planned pattern 
of economic development. The 
Kremlin authorities are deter­
mined to make tremendous
gains rapidly, even if it means 

te loss of freedom and com- 
in 

ow

The A in e 11 c a n process of 
growth may be slower and al­
most casual in some respects. 
It may sometimes even seem 
to be operating at cross purp­
oses. However, the economy 
is vigorous aud strong because 
the people themselves are 
making the decisions which 
determine the di'cctiou and 
pattern of economic growth.

If the ultimate survival of 
the United States and Soviet

Russia it to be determined by 
military power, it may be 
cooperative suicide.

The .tu"r'ng Meter DrawWs- 
terslied reject will bring to­
gether fsrm and non-farm In­
terests In water resource con­
servation. Water la essential 
to growing crops and grass for 
our livestock. Water also ser­
ves our cities and lndustires. 
In fact water Is essential for 
life.

We also know that lust about 
all of our water falls on our 
faring and ranches. Manage­
ment, use, manipulation, and 
development of our water 
resources, therefore, begins 
largely on the privately-owned 
lands In the watersheds. This 
Is the water that carries away 
soli through surface runoff, that 
sweeps It Into streams where It 
crests additional conservations! 
problems. This Is the water that 
floods our cities and fills city 
reservoirs with slit.

Watershed protection by pro­
per land treatment and use of 
conservation practices Is 
everyones concern. Watershed 
protection assures that we keep 
our soli where It belongs and 
that we will use every drop of 
rainfall and water pumped from 
our underground reservoir 
without waste.

Only then will we be pro­
tecting our reservoirs to be 
built for flood prevention and 
municipal water. Only when we 
conserve our soil and w ater will 
we be stewards of God's great­
est gifts to man.

Land Many 
Things To 
Many People

Land Is many things to many 
people—to the farmer It Is a 
livelihood; to the townsman, 
space or a place to build his 
house; to the child a playground; 
to the economist, land Is the 
soil under his feet.

It Is generally agreed by all 
• that much of our land can con­
tribute In more than one way to 
the satisfaction of our wants. 
It Is accepted by most people 
that In order for us to get our 
maximum wants from the land It 
is necessary that we have some 
means of land conserva Ion and 
management.

Conservation means main­
tenance and supervision of na­
tural resources which Is accom­
plished through management. 
Many people do not have the re­
quired technical knowledge and 
know-how for this purpose.

The people of this area, as 
well as many other areas of the 
United Slates, now have an or­
ganization known as the Soil 
Conservation District. This 
-organization Is staffed with a 
group of people who are ex­
perts in soil conservation and 
land management. This group 
lias done much and will do more 
In the conserving of our soil and 
water.

The SCD has (he assistance 
of the Soil Conservation Service 
Technicians and others that have 
studied Soli and Waterproblema 
and can help develop these con­
servation plans with farmers 
and ranchers.

Conservation Is 
A rea Job, Too

A graveysrd of empires can 
be found scattered throughout 
out nation and foreign contin­
ents. A s'udy was made to 
see what the reaaona were 
behind theae failures, andltwas 
found that conservation was not 
■pplted to the land. There are 
areas that are still productive 
today that were In production 
lonl before some of the areas 
that failed.

Conservation la not new, but 
some of the methods are that 
are used In application. Some 
of It can be done by Indivi­
duals, but sometimes It takes 
the work and cooperation of se­
veral; sometimes whole com- 
munitles are Involved.

A good example Is the Bull 
Lake watershed area located 
north and west of Littlefield. 
There has been some work done 
on the upper part uf 'he water­

shed, but with only a lew work­
ing. the problem will not be 
solved; It will take the coop­
eration of all the people In that 
area to get the |ob done.

It will not be economical for 
a few to try to terrace andbulld 
waterways on their farms; the 
cooperation of all the people 
Involved must be given; then the 
coat can be held to a minimum. 
Some meetings have been held 
to discuss the problem, and dt— 
tcimine the 'reatment needed In 
this area.

Since most of the land Invol­
ved Is dryland, the treatments 
would consist of terraces, di­
versions, and waterways, with 
some Irrigation practices. At 
the present ’line the coat of es­
tablishing these practic es will 
be very little If the persons in­
volved will use the assistance 
of the Great Plains Conserva­
tion Program or the Agriculture

A common sound theae days 

is the one made by operating 
power lawn mowers. They are 
a necessity tool for keeping 
the lawn mowed and in good 
shape, but. warns the Texas 
Fatm and Ranch Safety Coun­
cil. they can become a lethal 
weapon when improperly used.

The rotary type mower can 
bee omc a rea 1 accident hazard 
not only to the operator but 
to persons who may be nearby 
when used to mow lawns or 
weeds where rocks,bones,pie­
ces of wire, nails or other 
debris are present. The Coun­
cil reports that about this time 
of the year the number ut acc­
idents involving lawn mowers 
begins to increase and that 
chances are good someone in 
your neighborhood has been a 
victim.

air. Wire can be cut in short 
pieces and hurled at bullet 
speed. Be sure , warns t h e 
council, that the area being 
mowed is free of such objects 
and that the mower is cons­
tructed so as to prevent obiects 
being hurled toward the oper­
ator.

The Council suggests safety 
measures which. if followed, 
could prevent many accidents 
involving lawn mowers and & 
ther power tools. Never, they 
say. try to make adjustments 
to a mower while the engine 
is running. It could cost you 
a finger or hand. It's good 
business to remove the wire 
from the sparkplug before a t­
tempting to repair or adjust 
the cutting blade or remove 
a c c u m u l a t i o n s  of grass or 
weeds froni under the mower.

Children should never be al­
lowed to operate a mower nor 
should a person who is bare­
footed or wearing open toed 
shoes. The engine stiould be 
cool before refueling and it 
an electric mower is used be 
sure the extension cord is in 
perfect condition.

The folks who make lawn 
and trimming equipment are 
concerned about tiie user's 
safety and have made recom­
mendations to Indurr a long 
and useful life for the machine 
and operator. They put this 
i n f o r m a t i o n  in an operat­
or's m a n u a l .  The Council 
suongly recommends that all 
power tool operators become 
familiar with their manual.

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Water M anagem ent Is 
Part Of Bank Account

"Irrigation water manage' 
mant la pan of my back ac­
count,'* saya Wiley Mudgett. 
Mudgett'a (arm la three miles 
west and three and one-half 
miles north of Sudan. He has 
farmed In the Sudan coir wun­
ity for several years. When he 
moved on this (arm, there had 
bee- .ary little conservation 
applied.

The farm has level, sloping 
land, and a shallow lake on It. 
The soils vary from tight clay 
to coarse sandy soil. Where 
these conditions occur, it is dif­
ficult to get proper use of the 
Irrigation water without the use 
of a sprinkler Irrigation system 
and other mechanical practices 
to control water erosion.

Mudgett studies his problems 
and decided to bench level all 
of lus land with tight soils. 
A sprinkler Irrigation system 
was selectedfor use on the sandy 
soils. Mudgrtt believes he can 
save most of the rainfall and 
use it along with the irrigation 
water. With this system, it is 
possible to cut out some Irri­
gations and water erosion is 
eliminated.

By using underground and 
portable pipelines, he can elim­
inate almoat all his water loss 
from ditches. This Irrigation

system also made It possible 
to establish the proper length 
of runs for a more uniform 
water distribution on the land.

Where the system has been 
completed, Mudgett's cotton 
yields have increased from 
about three quarters of a bale 
per acre to two and eight' 
tenths bales per acre. This in­
crease stems from W5S when 
he started applying these con­
servation practices.

"I am doing this work on my 
farm for these reasons." says 
Mudgett. "1 think 1 have con­
trolled the water erosion. Im­
proved the soils structure, hold 
and conserve all rainfall, get 
bet er use of commercial fert­
ilizer, have easier crop rttaiw 
aacn.ent. Increased my yield 
In crops and l am using from 
one-third 10 one-half less Irri­
gation water now than I did 
before I started 'he work.”

Mudgett further states, "I 
started this work with these 
goals In mind: To get more 
from the farm myself, and the 
children will have a mia h hei­
fer farm when they take over. 
U and when >he irrigation water 
la gone, the farm will still be 
a very productive dryland farm. 
With proper Irrigation water 
management, I hope my Irri­

gation wells will produce sev­
eral year longer. If everything 
works out, 1 will have all the 
conaervatlon practices com­
pleted this fsll.”

There are several questions 
t h a t  should he answered since 
mis was quite an expensive pro­
ject, First, Mudgett planned all 
conservation practices with the 
Lamb County Soli Conservation 
District and Soil Conservation 
Service technicians. With his 
plan, he set up his annual prt^ 
gram of work to do a certain 
amount of work each year, util­
izing the assistance of the Ag­
riculture Stabilization Con­
servation Program, the Great 
Plains Conservation Program, 
Farm er's Home Administra­
tion, and the bxtension Service. 
With the assistance from these 
programs, he was able lo in­
stall the work much sooner than 
he had planned.

Mudgett urges any landowner 
that Is Interested In conserving 
his soil and water to contact 
the local Soil Conserva'ionSerw 
vice office. They will help to 
work out a plan of operatlona 
and set up an annual program 
of work. They may alao apply 
for other assistance which can 
be received from these other 
agencies, thus speeding up the 
application of needed work.

Scriwworms 
Down From 
List Yoar
There was good news this 

week from the officials of the| 
N tewworm eradication program 
and also a word of warning. 
They reported that the number 
of screwworm cases in Texas tn 
April totaled 367 compared 
with 2,633 during April 1962,a 
a sizable drop. Also, that on­
ly 574 cases were reported 
during the first four months of 
1963 as compared with 3,U86 
cases for the same period last 
year.

Authorities credited the com- | 
blued f a c t o r s  of  a severe 
insect-killing winter, heavy 
release of sterile flics and 
good cooperation from farmers 
and ranchers who are detecting 
and treating infestations for 
the decrease in screwworm 
incidence.

They warned.however, that 
hvestocknten cannot afford to 
relax their vigilance because 
eradication has not yet been 
achieved. The native fly pop­
ulation must be kept down by 
preventing the development 
and spread of screwworm flies, 
they said.

Uvestockmen are urged to

Inspect their animals at least 
twice a week, treat wounds 
aud infestations, collect sam­
ples from infested wounds and 
report cases to eradication 
headquarters at Mission or to 
the county agent or vocational 
agriculture teacher. Periodic 
spraying of livestock with Co­
ral or Korlan is also recomm­
ended.

Producers have been noting 
fast actum when a sample is 
confirmed as screwworms. In 
most instances, sterile flies 
have been stopped in the area 
where th e  i n f e s t a t i o n  is 
found the following day after 
the sample was identified in 
Mission. Livestock in aud near 
the infested area are sprayed 
at program expense by inspeo 
lots.

Eradication workers hope to 
continue to treat each case 
promptly and thoroughly and 
feel tills can be done as long 
as producers do their part in 
preventing any large increase 
in cases.

Ory Ranges 
Pose Problems 
For Stockmen
Beef cattle which have been 

on dry ranges for the past six 
months or more may face ser­

ious nutritional deficiencies, 
says U. 1).Thompson, extension 
husbandman. Of major impor­
tance is the lack of sufficient 
range grass at fotage. The low 
quality or absence of total di­
gestible nutrients is a further 
complicating factor, he adds. 
This kind of roughage contains 
little or no protein, phosphorus 
and Vitamin A.

D e c i s i o n s  a r e  difficult 
to make during tttess periods. 
An attempt should be made to 
balance livestock numbers and 
forage supplies. Calves may 
be weaned earlier to help re­
lieve grazing pressure and im ­
prove cow conditions. Fewer 
replacement cattle should be 
kept and culling is always in 
order. N on - b r e e  de r s , slow 
breeders, i r r e g u l a r  breeders 
and cows whicn consistently 
produce l o w e r  g r a d e , l i g h t  
weight calves should be mark­
eted. Thompson recommends 
that cows be palpated to deter­
mine pregnancy and to sell 
those not pregnant.

Under conditions of extreme 
droutfi.it may be advisable to 
confine the foundation herd to 
a small acreage. High energy 
feeds such as grains and protein 
supplements may be fed in line 
ited amounts for maintenance. 
Forage is the critical feed,how 
ever and is usually high in cost 
for total digestible nutrients, 
he says. A protein supplement 
fed with the fotage will im ­
prove digestion.

Phosphorus is the most likely 
mineral to be deficient under 
drouth conditions. A mineral 
supplement high in phosphorus 
should be fed free choice or in 
controlled drinking water and 
salt should also be fed free 
choice, the specialist advises.

Vitamin A may or may not 
be deficient depending upon 
the forage available. Protein 
supplements fortified with V it­
amin A should be considered. 
Synthetic vitamin A is available 
fot use in drinking water, injec­
tions ot for mixing with feed.

Thompson points out that most 
Texas livestock producers have 
had experience handling stock 
during periods of stress and that 
decision making on manage­
ment practices becomes almost 
an individual proposition.

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Irrigation O f Sloping 
Lands Presents Problem
BY IOE F. KR1/EK 
S. C, S. Engineer

The irrigation of sloping lands 
encounters many problems. It 
la difficult to apply an adequate 
amount of water to wet the soil 
•irfflciently and evenly wlthour 
significant eroalon.

The direction of Irrigation for 
flood lysiems or row irrigation 
baa to be such that rows or 
borders need to be run down the 
maximum elope with the result 
that Irrigation water is difficult 
to control and retention of rain 
waters la very slight. The re­
sult Is large waste in tall water 
and extremely high rat* of rein 
water run-off and excessive 
erosion.

There ere way* end means to 
Irrigate these sloping lands 
without waste of Irrigation 
water, controlling rainfall run­
off and reducing water erosion. 
The Installation of the following 
methods could result In saving 
of over 30$ of Irrigation and 
rain waters.

One of these method* would

farming assure* a good living 
to farmers and through them, 
to all. But conservation mea­
sures on individual farm* can 
only be done by the man who 
controls the lend.

However, »om* conservation 
measures return benefits only 
after many year*. Other* do 
not benefit the farmer on whose 
land the work 1* done, or the re­
turn* may be insufficient to' 
repay the cost.

For such reasons aa these, 
farmers may not apply all the 
conservation needed on the 
i*rm. To help farmers and 
ranchers do conservation need­
ed to protect soils, the Gover­
nment furnishes several kinds 
of conserva ion services, in­
cluded are research, education, 
technical assistance, credit and 
cost-sharing. These conserva­
tion services supplement those 
furnished through state and lo­
cal government and private or­
ganizations.

Thus in conservation, aa In 
many other matters of public 
Concern, Government provide* a 
means for accomplishment* that 
could not be achieved by indi­
vidual effort.

This usually Is coatly 
and requires a large amount of 
pipe to distribute the water over 
the areas to be Irrigated. The 
width and length of irrigation 
runs on these benches in based 
on soli depth, soli texture, slope 
of land and amount of Irrigation 
ater available.

Another conservstlon method 
of irrigating sloping land* is by 
sprinkler Irrigation, supported 
either by a terrace system or 
by a conaervetlon cropping sys- 

' tern such as grasses, legumes, 
or continuous close-spaced high 
residue crop* such as small 

grain. In some esses of ex­
tremely sloping land even land 
In close spaced crop* would 
need to he supported by a ter­
race system. Sprinkler systems 
would require less water dis­

tribution pipe lines than for 
bench-level Irrigation and re­
quire* leas skill and labor in 
the application of water.

The third method If irrigating 
sloping land Is In the use of 
grasses, legumes, or close- 
spaced high residue crop* In 
graded borders. This method ts, 
however, limited to slopes not 
greater than 2%, that la, land 
having fall not greater than two 
feet per hundred feet. The 
graded borders require some 
land shaping m that the side 
slope from border to border 
must be not over one inch, else 
the water would not spread even­
ly across the width of the bor­
ders.

Farm fire lasses in the nation 

during 1962 reached an all- 
time high of $175 million, 
according to estimates of the 
U S Department ol Agricul­
ture.

Thu is 7 percent above the 
$163 million for 1961 and a 
million dollars higher than 
the previous record set in '59.

The e s t i  m a t e  , made by 
USDA's Economic Research 
Service, was based on the farm 
fire-loss experience of a sam­
ple of 226 farmers' mutual 
lire insurance companies iu 
27 states and on the valuation 
ol farm buildings as furnished 
by crop reporters.

The volume of insurance 
carried by these companies a- 
mounted to a p p r o x i  mately 
$11 billion at the end of 1962, 
and their fire and lightning 
l o s s e s  t o t a l ed  about $16. 5 
million last yeat. For 1961 
and 1962 combined, their loss 
rates averaged about 15 cents 
per $100 of insurance.

Farm fires continued to strike 
about two out of 100 farms 
each yeat. The "burning rate"
I percent of value destroyed) 
rot farm and rural property is 
about six limes that for urban
property, according to annual 
reports of state fire marshals 
in three midwestern states.

Buildings and their contents 
accounted for about 85 per­
cent of fire losses paid by the 
sample companies. Dwellings 
and contents accounted for 42 
percent, bams and their cont­
ents. 27 percent, and other 
buildings including rural chur­
ches and schools. 16 percent.

Personal property, chiefly 
machinery and equipment, 
livestock and unstored produce 
accounted lor the other |i  per 
cent of losses paid. About 80- 
90 percent of the losses paid 
on livestock were due to light- 
iling.

Persons Near Retirement Age 
Should Check Now on Benefits

The Lubbock social security 
district manager,John G. Hut­
ton, today urged people near 
retirement age to ask ahead 
of time about their social 
security benefits. "An early 
visit to the social security of­
fice," he said, "will h e l p  
speed the initial social secur­
ity check so that it arrives on 
schedule at the time of retire­
ment and knowing wliat will 
be paid at retirement time 
help* in forming the details of - 
a person’s retirement plans."

The social security office is 
traditionally one of the busiest 
places in town during this 
time of year. People who in­
tend to retire later in die year 
are applying for benefits now 
or calling to find out what 
proofs are expected from them. 
According to Mr. Hutton, it is 
wise to apply fot benefits two 
or three mondis early to that 
despite the rush, checks will 
be received on time.

Many p e o p l e  d e l a y  their 
benefit claims becatac they 
don’t have a birth certificate. 
Hutton pointed out that a bap-

tismal certificate, confirma­
tion register, naturalization 
record, or a family Bible in 
some cases are acceptable. Ev­
idence of earnings for die prev­
ious year is also necessary. 
Generally, an employee can 
use his income tax withholding 
statement. For die self-em­
ployed person, a copy of his 
federal Income tax return and 
cancelled check showing pay­
ment of taxes would be suffic­
ient.

Since the new social securi­
ty retirement rules have gone 
into effect, many workers past 
die age of 62 who da not have 
substantial earnings from work 
can r e c e i v e  s o m e  benefit 
checks even though they are 
still working. Because of dils 
and because most people should 
know what sort of a benefit they 
can get at age 65 (and at age 
72 wnen there is no limit on 
eamings), w o r k e r s  would be 
wise to see their local social 
security office at age 62,65 and 
72 to talk over their individual 
situations.

A representative of the Lub- 
bock Social Security office will 
be in Earth on Wednesday, May 
29 in the Citizens Sure Bank at 
1 p.m. and will be glad to assist 
In all matters p e r t a i n i n g  to 
social security.
