AMA Reveals Warts Contagious
And Caused By A Virus Infection

Do you have warts?lf so, you
have a lot of company. Many
gople, particularly children,

ve warts. Sometimes they
hang on for years. Often they
just go away after awhile, for
no known reason. Usually a
wart is nothing to worry about.

A wart is a virus infection of
the outer layer of skin, says
Today's Health, the magazine
of the American Medical Asso-
clation. The ordinary wart is a
benign tumor that does not
wrm into cancer,

Warts can wrn up anywhere
on the body, but are most com=
mon on the hands, fingers and
soles of the feet. Girls are four
or five times more likely 1o
have warts than boys, but in
adults the incidence is about
the same for both sexes. Warts
are contagious and are started
by contact with the virus that

The plantar warts (those on
the soles of the feet) cause the
most trouble. These are most
common in adolescents and
adults with moist feet. Plantar
warts ocC cur most oflen at
points of pressure and some-
times can be confused with
painful calluses. They can be
mostuncomf or table, even
making walking painful.

Physiciansgenerally use eith-
er an electric needle
or a freezing process to remove
warts, Either process will work
and the choice is up to the in-
dividual doctor.

warts sometimes can

be “charmed” away be sug-
gestion. Mark Twain readers
still recall the stumpwater and
dead cat remedies of Tom
Sawyer. If the patient firmly
believes the remedy will cure
warts, sometimes it will
