The man I am living with can’t sleep or do 
anything until he knows "  " I  am very much an­
noyed to find out you have branded my son an 
lllerate. This is a dirty lie. as I was married two 
weeks before he was bom "  "In answer to your 
letter. I have given birth to a boy weighing 10 
pounds. I hope this Is satisfactory." “ I am for­
warding my marriage certificate and three 
children. One of wh.»li is a mistake as you can 
see." "My husband got his project cut off two 
weeks ago and I haven't had any relief since. 
Why’ ** "Unless I get my husband’s money pret­
ty soon. I will be forced to lead an immortal 
life ." "You have changed my little boy to a girl. 
Will this make a difference’ ’* " I  have no 
children as yet as my husband is a truck driver 
and works day and night." "In  accordance with 
your instructions I have given birth to twins in 
the enclosed envelopes." I want my money as 
quickly as possible I can get it. I have been in 
bed with the same doctor for two weeks and he 
doesn't do me any good. If things don't Improve 
I will have to send for another doctor to help 
him.*’

There is, Indeed, reason for genuine concern over 
excessive and growning regulation of our lives 
by government.

We haven't always had a problem in this country 
with over-regulation by government. But we 
sure have one today

For more than 80 yer rs. from the time of the first 
federal regulatory law in 1887 until this decade, 
government was concerned prim arily with 
economic regulation.

Moat of the mechanism for economic regulation 
was placed by the beginning of World War II. 
But a wholly new type of government regulation 
came with the beginning of the 1970s: social 
regulation. Establishment of such agencies as 
the Environmental Protection Agency. 1970; the 
Consumer Product Safety Commission, 1972; 
and the Occupational Safety and Health Ad­
ministration. 1973, have made it a whole new 
ball game. The CAB, for example, has jurisdic­
tion over a few hundred firms. The ICC over a 
tew thousand. But EPA, CPSC and OSHA have 
an Impact on hundreds of thousands of firms, 
non-profit organizations and state and local 
governments. The Federal Register is the book 
in which new government regulations are 
published. In 1955 some 10 thousand pages were 
published. In 1955 some 10 thousand pages were 
published each year in the Federal Register. By 
1970, 15 years later, that number had grown to 
20.000. But by 1977. following the advent of 
social regulation, the number of pages in the 
Federal Register had mushroomed to 70.000.

President Thomas Jefferson, in his i first 
inaugural address 177 years ago, expressed 
eloquent opposition to excessive government 
regulation " . . .  a wise and frugal government." 
There are a few pursuits the modern-day U S 
citizen is free to regulate for himself. Gover­
nment regulates more facets to our lives these 
days and the trend is toward more of it.

In 1955 some 10,000 pages of regulations were 
published each year in the Federal Register. By 
1970, 15 years later, that had doubled to 20,000 
pages and by 1977 the pages in the Federal 
Register had grown to 70,000'

A study put the cost of federal regulations to 
consumers, taxpayers and businessmen at $102 
billion a year.

We pay the price in several ways. The cost of 
maintaining 41 federal regulatory agencies it 
estimated to have increased from $2.2 billion in 
fiscal year 1974 to $4.8 billion ‘79; federally- 
mandated safety and environmental features 
have increased the price o f the average 
automobile by $666 in 1978, and, federal, state 
and local government regulations currently add 
between $1,500 and $2,500 to the cost of a typical 
new house The total added cost to purchasers of 
new homes last year was $4 billion

In 1963 the General Accounting Office conducted 
an audit for Congress and recommended that 
FHA and VA consolidate their property ap­
praisal forms. These two agencies have been 
dancing around this proposal for 15 years now 
and have not yet implemented it.

In 1976 some 50,000 homeowners had to pay $75 
to VA for an appraisal and then turn around and 
pay another $60 for an FHA appraisal because 
neither agency w ill accept the other’s appraisal.

OUTLOOK Prospect# for a smaller cotton crop that was 
expected earlier thia year have improved the price 
outlook despite sagging demand

With deteriorating crop prospects in V\est Texas ana 
California, U S production may be down to about i 
million bales instead of the 11.8 million estimated by the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture Crop Reporting Board 
on August 1. The 1977 crop totaled 14.4 million bale*

"The shortfall points to a price level somewhat higher 
in the second half of 1978 than the average of 49 cent* 
per pound received by Texas producers during the first 
half of the year." notes Dr. Carl O. Anderson, cotton 
marketing specialist with the Texaa Agrkultu-al Ex 
tension Service. "However, supplies expected to In­
adequate to meet disappearance This means that 
carryover of cotton at the end of the 1978*79 seaeon Hill 
I *  only slightly lata than the 6.4 million bales on hand 
whan the season started."

While the Close balance between production and 
taksoff will causa the market price to be sensitive to 
news about any change# in worldwide production, the 
overall price increase will likely be smell Due to the 
sluggish demend, a much larger drop in production than 
now anticipated will have to develops to trigger i> 
substantial jump In price, believes Anderson.

Even though planted acreage in Texas is close to that 
of last vear. the crop la suffering from lack of moisture 
and hot weather So it may fall short of the 3.7 million 
bole crop estimated by the Texas Crop and Livestock 
Reporting Service in early Auguat Thia comperes with 
6.6 million lieles last season and 3.3 million bales in 1976 
However, production prospects are better in other major 
rollon growing areas.

"The higher price earlier this year has apparently 
enenurngrd foreign producers not to reduce cotton 
ncri>age as much os planned earlier." notes Anderson 
"Foreign production is expected to slightly exceed the 
19.3 million hole crop estimated for the 1977-78 crop 
veer."

Foreign consumption is also expected to change lit tie 
nm1 v< ill likely exceed production by about 5 million bales 
during the present year. That would lie about the same 
sire ns (he gap in 1977-78 and should maintain a strong 
export market for U.S. cotton, believes the marketing 
specialist Colton consumption in foreign countries is 
lagging ns slow economic growth and a high rate of 
inflation are reducing the purchasing power of con­
sumer*. especially in Japan and several European 
conn) ii,-s.

" Ic  the U S. mill consumption of cotton continues to 
shrink while use of man-mode fiber is increasing.' 
reports Anderson. During the first 10 months of this 
Nonson. mill use was 6.3 million running bales, 4 percent 
less I ban in the same period a year earlier. During the 
san e period consumption of man-made fibers by mills 
with cotton system spindles totaled 1.71 billion pounds, 
up 8 percent from the year before.

"Fcononik- conditions will likely continue to curtail 
the demand for cotton in the year ahead." says An­
derson. "Current indicators point to u sharp alowdow n in 
U S  economic growth. An escalating inflation rate 
suggests less capital spending and a slackening in 
personal income growth that will dampen economic 
activity.”

In the past. on economic downturn has resulted in a 
slump in demand for filter, notes the specialist. The 
G ross  National Product ia constant dollars decreased 1.4 
percent in 1974 and 1.3 percent in 1976 from the level in

the preceding year. At the seme tim*. toui 
fell 13 percent and enother 4 percent i 
refunding in 1978 along with the upturn 1 
activity.

sampling 1/4 to 1/2 of the fields each year or sampling 
all at two to four-year intervals.

A farm map should have permanent field numbers and 
these numbers used each time samples are collected 
Keeping results and observing changes over a period of 
time is essential for obtaining the greatest amount of 
useful information from soil testa.

To collect a representative sample, give careful at­
tention to instructions on the back of soil sampling 
information sheets available at the county Extension 
office. Obtain a composite sample to represent the 
pkiwlayer in cultivated fields and the top 3 to 4 inches for 
perennial sod crops. This requires 10 to 20 slices or cores 
at random over the field

Averaging the variation caused by past fertilization, 
liming, cropping and natural conditions requires a 
special effort to collect good samples And a good sample 
is essential for satisfaction to be expected from soil tents

So get the jump on next year's cropping program by 
collecting soil samples now

BROWN PATCH H ITTIN G  LAWNS-With the onset 
of cooler temperatures and rainy weather, homeowners 
will once again he plagued with brown patch disease in 
lawns.

Brown patch is a fungus disease that occurs on St. 
Augustinegrass. Bermudagrass and Zoysiagrass in late 
spring and early fall.

Brown patch is characterized b y  three different types 
of synptoms in turf. The most common is circular 
patterns of dead grass form 1 to 50 feet in diameter The 
second type of symptom is a diffused type of pattern of 
which small patches of grass will turn brown primarily in 
shady locations The third symptom is where individual 
leaf blades turn yellow in turf, this is usually the way 
brown |>atch shows up in St. Augustinegrass

In all three instances, both the blades and leaf sheats 
may be pulled easily from the stolons because of 
deterioration in the attachment area Stolons often 
remain green New leaves may emerge in the center of 
circular areas within two to three weeks, giving thr 
disease a doughnut shaped appearance. The entire spot 
may eventually become green during a long growing 
season.

The disease developes most rapidly when air tem­
peratures are between 75 and 85 degrees F. when free 
moisture is present. Fungal Activity stops when a*r 
temperatures reach 90 degrees F., which explains 
seasonal development of the disease.

Some lawns are affected almost every year while 
others are damaged only occasionally. Apply fungicides 
where brown patch is a chronic problem In other areas 
where the disease occurs occasionally, apply fungicides 
when the disease first appears.

Among fungicides cleared for use in controlling brown 
patch are Benomyl and Terradar PCNB
