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Prowlers Raid Springlake High School Sunday Night
Prowlers raided the Springlake 

High School building some 
time early Monday morning. 
C lyde Parish, the janitor dis­
covered the shambled offices 
when he entered the building 
at 6:30 a m Monday to assume 
the duties of the day.
The thieves gained entrance 

into the High School Gym, 
through the back door. They 
apparently proceeded to the 
High Schooi building, where 
they ripped a screen from a back 
window, then pried o ff the locks 
of the door to the tax o ffice, 
using a 1" pinch crow-bar. The 
raiders, in their search, broke 
into the offices o f the Super­
intendent, and Secretary. ran­
sacking drawers and files, and 
peeling a layer of steel from 
the safe. When they discover­
ed insulation, they ended their 
search for money from that 
source. Breaking into Principal 
D .H . Koeninger's book room, 
they stole approximately $10 
in personal pennies from his 
desk.
The vandals also tore the lock 

from a door at one end of the 
High School hall, appearingto
prepare for a quick get-away 
Deputy Sheriff Finley, who 

investigated the break-in was 
unavailable Wednesday for in­
formation.
Bill Mann's theory: "These

Tuesday in the County 
Court House This meeting 
should clarify many questions 
concerning the counties' rightful 
payment per call to all the five 
tire stations in the countv.

The matter has been discussed 
at several meetings recently, 
At the meeting last Thursday. 

Mayor B. W.Armistead, L ittle­
field said that all five members 
(Sudan. Olton, Springlake. 
Earth,and Ainhcrstjof the count) 
commissioners court, city o ff­
icials, and fire department re­
presentatives were invited, but 
only Sudan accepted, along 
with 75 other interested persons. 
A Sudan city council member 
stated that the fire expenses 
should be more equally distri­
buted.

A meeting in Dimmitt on Oct­
ober 15. headed by Bob Anthony, 
CastroCountv Program Building 
Committee cnairman. produced 
the spark of interest that set the 
wheels in motion and sent re­
presentatives from Earth, Hart, 
and Dimmitt bac k to their res­
pective cities to present the 
idea.and to inquire as to whe­
