A recent move by the Food 
and Drug Administration is a 
step in the tight direction to 
overcome this hazard. M mu- 
fact users of certain liquid fur­
niture polishes now have to 
package thett products in 
childproof containers.

The regulation covers liquid 
furniture polishes that contain 
at least 10 pet cent mineral teal 
oil, which is a crude form of 
mineral oil used to  put a shine 
on furniture. When swallowed 
by children such polishes can 
cause lung diseases.

Furniture polish packages m at 
pass twotests under the new re ­
gulations. First, a sample of 
children undet five years old 
must nut be able to open the 
package 85 pet cent of the 
tim e, but a panel of adults 
must be able to  open it 90 per 
cent of the tim e. The second 
test stipulates that the opening 
of the container mutt restrict 
the flow of polish so that only 
about a half teaspoon can be 
obtained from one shake or 
squeeze of the opened con­
tainer.

The FDA is moving to requite 
ch idptoof containers as thee 
fa  toxic products containing 
turpentine a  petroleum dis­
tillates, methyl alcohol and 
tulfuiic acid. Common house­
hold substances that would be 
affected tnc hide paint thimers, 
solvents, auto gasoline anti­
freeze and certain liquid drain 
cleaners. These toxic a  
caustic products, if accident­
ally consumed can cause ser - 
sous injury a  death. Severe 
damage to  throat and stomach, 
permanent blindness, and lung 
disease often result. Some ate 
dangerously caustic if merely 
dropped on the skin. The 
warning labels vow attached to 
these products aren't very 
effective in alerting inquisitive 
toddlers and pie-schoolers. 
Also, the appearance, c o la ,  
and sometimes masked frag­
rance can trap a child into a 
fatal e r t a .

The new FDA ruling in regard 
to  furniture polish containers 
and others they may papose 
will reduce the danger to  the 
consumer--but only the con­
sumer himself can eliminate 
hazards. Wnen you use toxic 
products, read the directiats 
and /arntig statements cardulk 
b efaeeach  use--don't telv on 
your memory, Use only as 
directed, asexpeilm entingran 
be dangerous. If you must 
transfer tnecontentsinto a new 
container, label it clearly; 
never put poisons in food a  
beverage containers. It's a 
good idea to detaoy empty 
containers and not leave them 
around f a  chilifren a  pets to 
discover. Children are experts 
at finding household hazards, 
so store them our of their reach 
and keep all possuns under lock 
and key.
