Before 1921, the person with 
diabetes didn't worry about 
leading a normal life. He 
worried about death. But ttien 
Insulin was discovered and a 
dally shot lielped keep the 
diabetic alive. Although the 
discovery of Insulin was a ma­
jor scientific discovery, the 
search continued for an orally 
active ant I-dlabetes drug. The 
first ursl drugs have been de­
veloped. Now tiie diabetic Is 
no longer a slave to tiie need­
le.

Diabetes la a condition In 
which the body Is unable to 
use food properly, especially 
the carbohydrates In the body. 
Dlabetlcshave difficulty turn­
ing these sugars and starches 
Into energy. An Individual's 
body normally produces a sub­
stance called insulin, which 
enables the body to burn up 
sugar for energy or store It for 
later use.

Dlabeteslsan inherited trait, 
as far as we know. The cause 
Is not enough Insulin or an In­
terference with the action of 
insulin In the bodv. Diabetes-  
is a disorder which may have 
existed from birth. In some 
cases, many years may pass 
before diabetes is detected.

Approxi­
mately one out of every 2 ,500 
children Is diabetic. However, 
diabetes Is essentially a dis­
ease of middle age-, 4 out of 
5 people with diabetes are 45 
years old or over. Other groups 
particularly susceptible are 
women, especially those who 
have lad large babies, the 
overweight, and relatives of 
other diabetics.

Some of tiie common sym­
ptoms of dishetes are excess­
ive thirst, frequent urination, 
excessive hunger, weight loss, 
fallingeyestgnt, intense Itch­
ing. pain or numbness in fin­
gers and toes, weakness, tir­
edness, and drowsiness Not 
all tliese symptoms are present 
In every diabetic. Some have 
only one or two symptoms. 
Others do not have any appar­
ent symptoms and are called 
hidden diabetics. A regular 
check-up Is tiie best possible 
way to detect the disease ear­
ly enough to control it prop­
erly

Problems of Feedlot Manure as 
a Source of Plant Nutrients 
ptepared by Dr, William F. 
Bennett, agronomy professor.

According to Dr. Bennett's 
research, the analyses of the 
manure and results of demon­
strations Indh ate that It has 
potential value at a source of 
plant nutrient!.

"the manure will usually have 
a beneficial effect on tne or-

fjanlc matter content, water 
nflltratlon rate, water hold- 

apaclty. ease of t Ilia , c , 
and similar characteristics."

"Organic matter." tlie ag­
ronomist Mid. "also Increases 
the cation exchange capacity 
of the soil Manure also con­
tains otlter elements ne>«tsary 
for plant growth These In­
clude potassium, calcium 
magnesium and sulfur as well 
as tne mlcronutrlents. "

Dr. Bennett pointed out In 
his study that there were alto 
potential problems related to 
disposal of large quantities of 
feedlot manure. "One prob­
lem ti the fact that the waste 
contains M lts," he Mid.

"If the quantity of Mlt ot ao- 
dlum la sufficiently high." he 
Mid, "there could he some 
detrimental effects on plant 
growth."

Manure also hat a slight ac­
idifying effect on the toil 
which could have a beneficial 
efTect on the alkaline tolls of 
West Texas, tlte professor
Mid.
