Thegroupeachteceived their 
folder with minutes of the last 
meeting. After glancing over 
the minutes, the meeting open­
ed with (he discuttiun of 
settling up with Mi. and Mrs. 
Reeves.

The question seemsd to be 
( 1  wat 11*  preterit f *  the first 
few opening minutes) as to 
whethet Mr, and M l .

1 don't think the first 
offense would have as much 
punishment ot as severe as a 
second offense.*
Dawson asked, "Is there mote 

detailed policy needed, may­
be, for better relations between 
teachers and the school board? 
We could all get together and 
informally talk it over and all 
have a better understanding."

Mann replied, "There is no 
reaion for that, for they have 
always done this sort of thing. 
The principals could take an­
other look at discipline pro­
blem !. "
Barton asked, "Couldn't 

Teachers get together and form 
a classroom teachers associa­
tion where they could deal with 
these problems'1"

Supt. Mannreplied, ‘ 1 don't 
laiow if they want one ot not." 

Barton asked, "Haven’t they 
in the past*’"
Supt. Mann replied, "Not as
