1 according to Mr. B. A. Myers, 
'manager t>f the local USES office.

Mr. Kosemond o f the Waf- Man­
power Commission Regional O f­
fice in Dallas has discussed the 
stabilization plan with the per­
sonnel of the United States Em­
ployment Service and some inter­
ested employers and workers of 
this area.

These discussions have famil­
iarised all personnel o f the USES 
with the terms and regulations 
of the new stabilisation plan to 
enable them to discuss further the 

j restrictions and permission* of 
this plan with interested worker» 
and employers in this area and 
to explain the various provision* 
of the plan as they apply. Under 
the provisions o f the Regional 
stabilization plan, any employers 

‘ engsged in an eaaenttal activity 
} may hire any new employees who 
! for the preceding thirty day» wa» 
j not engaged in an essential activ- 
i ity. An employer may not hire 
l for work in any work not essential 
any new employee who for the 
preceding thirty day period was 
engaged in an essential activity 
at s higher wage or »alary rate 
than the worker received at his 
last job. The »tabilisation plan 
now in effect permits employers 
engaged in other essential activi­
ties without regard to wage rate 
only if the worker presents a 
statement o f availability issued 
by the worker's last employer or 
by the War Manpower Commis­
sion.

A worker must first apply to 
his employer for a statement of 
availability and if the employer 
refuses or is prohibited from is­
suing it, the worker may then re­
quest a statement o f availability 
from the United States Employ­
ment Service office of the War 
Manpower Commission.

An employer engaged in an es­
sential activity must issue a state­
ment of availability to a worker 
whenever he discharges the work­
er, or lays o ff the worker for an 
indefinite period or for seven 
days or more; or whenever the 
eorker can establish that he is 
not l-auig used at his highest skill, 
or is not being employed full time. 
In addition to these, the W.MC may 
issue a statement of availability 
to a worker when It is convinced 
that the action would be in the 
best interest o f the war effort. 
No statement of availability may 
he issued solely on the ground 
that a worker's wage or salary 
rate is substantially less than 
that prevailing in the locality for 
similar work.

The statement of availability 
must contain the worker's name, 
his Social Security number, if 
any; the name and address o f the 
issuing employer or the W'MC o f­
fice util offn^r and the statement 
that Bus employee is available for 
work in an essential activity. No 
other information may be placed 
on the statement o f availability 
by an employer.

Workers are prohibited under 
terms of the Regional Stabilisation 
i’lan from accepting work from 

| an employer, if  such employment 
si prohibited by the plan. Either 

I workgr or employer may appeal 
la decision by the USES on an ap- 
< plication for a statement of avail 
j ability.

"This Regional Stabilizntion 
i Flan has been in effect in Texas. 
Louisiana, and New Mexico since 
April 29.” said Mr Myers. “ It is

Since the supply o f pressure 
cookers will not meet the demand 
fur both rural and urban resi­
dents, they have been added to 
the lationed farm machinery and 
equipment.

The following were appointed 
a* an advisory committee to the 
County USDA War Board. Mi*. 
Charley Williams, Mrs. George 
Sexauer ami Mrs. Bill Kesterson 
This committee may assist the 
County Farm Rationing Commit­
tees in determining the eligibility 
of applicant* but the Rationing 
Committees will be responsible for 
the final determinations and the 
issuance o f purchase certificates.

In determining the eligibility 
of appliianU for cookers, the 
following item» will he considered:

Maximum use of cookers, ap­
proximately 760 quarts, or the 
equivalent, during a 12-month 
period for a 7-quart cooker, other 
sixes in proportion; local condi­
tions may vary this amount;

Applicants may be residents of 
rural or urban area* as use of 
cookers is not limited to farm 
families;

Applicants may be (a ) individ­
ual families engaged in targe 
quantity canning; (b ) neighboi- 
hood pools, consisting of an appli­
cant who has obtained the agree­
ment of several neighbors to share 
the use o f a cooker; (c ) organisa­
tions, such as garden or home 
demonstration clubs, church so­
cieties, PTA ’s, local school boards, 
etc., member* of which have 
agreed to share the use of a cook­
er. In case o f a joint application 
as in ( b> and (c ). each user is 
required to sign the application 
in the space provided.

The applicant shall be a person 
who will assume responsibility for 
the proper care, use and circula­
tion of the cooker.

CHICKENS AND VICTORY GARDENS
Chickens, hog« and cow- and 

Victory Garden« do not mix. Here­
tofore. chicken owner* have been 
asked to keep their chickens up 
because of a few garden* and a 
lot of flower yards and lawns—  
this year, most of the flower bed* 
have been converted into Victory 
Garden*, so it is tbe patriotic duty 
of every owner of chicken*, hog- 
and rows to ke*p them penned.

According to Ed McCreary, 
Chief of Police, there is a city 
ordinance to the effect that chick­
ens must be penned at ail times.

“ And, if then was ever a need 
for kx-eping chicken» penned and 
for having successful gsrden*. 
now is the time. The burden of 
keeping up the chicken* rists upon 
the owner«. Garden growers are 
not required to fence against the 
chicken*, cow* or hogs and if they 
were, fencing I* almose impossible 
to get,’ ’stated McCreary,

"People are staking their cows 
in yard» and on vacant lot« with 
ropes on them sufficiently long 
for the cow to get in the street, 
on sidewalks and even into other 
peepld s yard*. This must be »top­

ped—either put a shorter rope 
on the cow or keep her in the lot. 
Cow* in the street and on the 
sidewalks are dangerous to pass­
ing car* and to pedestrians One 
man reported to me that his rad­
iator was ruined because the cow < 
suddenly moved and the chain J 
was tightened just as he started 
over it," continued McCreary.

No Double Parking
Another thing that is being call-! 

ed to the City Officials' attention j 
is that of double parking on tbi 
square and on the busy side- 
street*.

"There is a city ordinance con­
cerning double parking. You arc I 
allowed to diiuble park for 15 
minutes for the purpooc of loading 1 
your car if there is someone in 
your ear who can move It if nec­
essary.

Local needs will determine Hall 
County’s participation in a new 
farm labor program aimed at re­
ducing tbe manpower shortage 
which threaten* success o f the 
1943 food production program. 
County Agricultural Agent Hous­
er said, following hi» return from 
a conference held May 17 in 

' Amarillo.
County |iliins for registration 

und placement of farm labor will
be worked out by local farm men 
und women who are member» o f 
the County Agricultural Victory
<’ouncil, Houser said. Members of 
the council's executive and labor 
sub-committee likely will be called
in to discuss the new program 
May 28.

At the Amarillo conference,
■ ounty worker* of the Texas A. A 
M College extension servie« 
learned that the college recently 
had agreed to accept supervision 
of the program upon the request 
of Chester ^avis, Wat Food Ad- 

I ministrator. Funds for cundct- 
ing the program in Texas will be 
apportioned to the college under 

, legislation recently enacted by 
' the 78th Congres». The agreement 
between the Texas A. A M. col­
lege extension service and the o f­
fice o f the National Food Admin­
istrator relates only to the re­
cru iting and placement o f farm 
labor within the state and the va­
rious counties and does not apply 
to the movement o f farm labor 
across international boundaries 
or state lines.

“ We realize that farmer* and 
ranchers in Texas will not be able 
to obtain the quantity und quality 
of labor to w«ich they are accus­
tomed. but we hope to be able 
to help them get enough workers 
to prevent ihe wasting o f crop* 
in the field« and the di-persal of 
livestock," the county agent said.

In some counties where the need 
justifies and if desired by farm­
ers, town and city boys and girl* 
known as Victory Karin Volun­
teers will be recruited and train­
ed for emergency work on farms. 
Many rural schools already have 
adjusted their schedules to free 
school children for work in the 
critical period*. In a few counti** 
in Texas where the farm labor 
situation is very serious, there 
may be organized local battalion* 
of the Woman’s laind Army, the 
agent learned. In the nation as a 
w hole, recruiting of a U. S. Corps 
of 3.500,000 worker* for fulltmie 
seasonal or temporary farm work 
is contemplated.
. Hooser quoted Lt. Col. Jay !.. 

Taylor, Texas rancher and deputy 
War Food Administrator, a« say­
ing that "Ninety-nine per cent of 
this program will be carried on in 
the county and one per cent in 
Washington."

"The long hours and hard work 
of families now on Hall County 
farms and ranches indicate their 
patriotism,’’ the county agent 
said, and the Texas A. A M. col­
lege extension service accepts its 
new wartime assignment with the 
hope that it may being some meas­
ure of relief to th«- people who 
are working to produce more food 
and feed than ever before.

Dear Editor:
I was requested to write a let­

ter to the pu|ier. I enlisted Aug 
ust 17, 1942, in the Coast Guard 
and was sent to New Orleans, lat. 
I stayed there a month and a half 
and was shipped out one night. 
We didn't know where we were 
going until we reached Houston 
and learned we were going to 
Galveston to the Galvez Hotel 
that hail been taken over for the 
Coast Guard boys.

I stayed there for a month. I 
liked it fine. One evening I was 
told to be ready to ship out the 
next morning. We were ready 
as we are always ready to g o  some 
place. We got on a truck and 
went to Ijtke Charles, La. We 
stayed there for 3 months, moving 
a CCC camp. When we left there, 
we went back to Galveston ami 
stayed a month. We were given 
orders one evening to be ready to 
ship out the next morning at four 
o’clock. We were put on a trui k, 
not knowing where we would un­
loan, and we rode till 10 o’clock 
that morning unloading on a boat.. 
We rode until 4 o'clock that after­
noon when we came to this little 
island where I am now.

It i* one mile wide and ten miles 
long. There are quite a few of 
us here. We have a job to do 
and we are doing a good job of 
it. I am on guard six hours a night 
for eight nights and then we get 
o ff for three days rest. So, we 
go to Houston most of the time.

The people are certainly nice 
to us and we enjoy going there 
when we can’t come home I miss 
the folk* at home and would like 
to come to Memphis more often, 
but we have a job to do and we 
are doing our beat, so you folks at 
home do your best ami we will 
win this battle.

I want to say hello to all the 
hoys in and around Memphis and 
to those that are gone that get 
to read our Memphis Democrat.

WASHINGTON.~dI C — Resi­

dence halls at Arlington Farms, 
the great housing project for gw 1 
war workers in Washington which 
ta being built and will be man­
aged by the Public Buildings Ad­
ministration of the Federal Works 
Agency, will resemble, in a giant 
scale, a college sorority house.

Kach hall, to house between 600 
and 700 girls, will have a house 
director to exercise genersl super­
vision and to be available for ad­
vice, and there will be certain 
rules about how late male visitors 
may stay, but there will be no 
curfew for the residents.

In th e « huge residence halls, 
where the use in construction of 
Cemesto wall units will provide 
the maximum In safety, oenfoit,
