pended and a possible shorter I 
crop yield, since under normal 
conditions at least a bale per | 
acre may Is* reasonably expected, 
which is a s  good , if not better, j1 rl
than is expected in the recog 
nixed cotton raising belt of the 
South.

Fever and Wet Clothes.
General Haden-Powell In bis book. 

“Scouting For Boys,” writes of the 
danger* that come from wet garments 
and of the treat way to dry one's 
clothes: “You will often get wet 
through on service, aud you will see 
recruits remaining In their wet clothes 
until they get dry aguln. No old 
scout would do so, ns that Is the way 
to catch fever nnd get 111.
