ter opportuuitiM for a man of hi* 
abiiity in the west asT exas was 
then railed —he left his native 
state in l»bt>, locating in Fayette 
county, uear LaGrange, where 
he engaged in farming, a» well as 
himself to Miss Biffie Moore of 
Fayette county, whom he mar- 
ried in lntlrt, and by whom hia six 
children—three boya and three 
girl*—were borne, all of whom 
live at the internal homestead, 
save hi* eldest son, who is a eivil 
engim>er in the oil region near 
Saratoga. After a residence 
there covering a period of twenty 
years, during which time he rep- 
resente'* *us district in the IMh 
Teyr „ Legislature and was a 
member ol the committee whose 
duty it was to map out and name 
tlv* different counties of the Pan 
h uidle which was then attached 
to Palo Pinto county as a whole 
for judicial purposes, he moved 
to McLennan county, where he 
engaged in farming for another 
twenty year period. Selling his 
Me! s*nnan county farm in 1904, 
and having been told of the won 
derful iM>ssibilities of the Hull 
county soil, he decided to inves 
tigate, with the result that he 
purchased in December, 11*04, 
640 acres of unimproved land sit­
uated 12 miles southwest from 
Memphis, paying therefor the 
sum of $2h00 bonus, assuming 
the jvayment of the $024 due the 
state.

That Capt. Adkisson is popular 
among his fellow farmers is evi­
denced by the fact tiiat he holds 
the |>ositinn of vice-president of 
his local branch of the Farmer's 
Educational and Co-Oi>erative 
Union of America, an organlx& 
tion which is becoming a power 
among the farming fraternity 
throughout the country.

As to Papt. Adkission's 
achievements as a Hall county i 
farmer, we will give you his own 
written statement, which is as

' some of whom have had far bet­
tor yields than I. For instance, 
Mr. O. H. Burnett, in the year 
1904, gathered **! ha'.e*- from 72 
acres, while Mr. Jack Jones 
gathered 50 bales of cotton from 
44 acres in 1907, and M . s. N. J. 
Walker received in 1904, 22 bales 
of cotton from 19 acres.

I have made forty-three crops 
in Texas and know that my 1907 
crop excelled any crop for yield 
per acre and value that I have 
ever raised, notwithstanding the 
fact that my farming, previous 
to coming U> Hall county, was 
down in the recognized cotton 
belt of Texas- on the lower Colo­
rado river in Fayette county, and 
in McLennan county. 1 will say 
further that for crop raising 
purposes I would not trade my 
Hall county farm, acre for acre, 
for any laud in the b! vek land 
belt of Texas a soil that I las been 
noted for many years for its crop 
producing qualities.

As for tiie hcaitlifuincss of the 
climate 1 do not know of a place 
to be found anywhere where the 
inhabitants enjoy better liealth 
generally than the residents of 
Hall county.

1 will state further that my 
land is not for sale, nor have I 
any interest whatever in any land 
that is for sale in this country, 
though the cutting up of some of 
the large ranches have o{>ened 
the way for the actual farmer 
and there are countless opportu­
nities for the farmer with small 
means to obtain a suitable tract 
of tine farming land ou such 
terms that will practically enable 
him to pay for his land out of the 
crop raised each year after he 
lias made his first payment.
