the bare sjmts, torn up in the 
construction of the reservoirs, 
to Bermuda gross, and make of
it a park for the entertainment of 
all who cared to come. At pres­
ent one has to go through several 
gates to reach this place, but Mr. 
Browder stated that a lane would 
be put in, after which all gate 
opening would he eliminated. 
Knowing that these gentlemen 
never do things except in the best 
way possible, sjmring no ex­
pense, we anticii>ate many pleas- 
ureable days to he sjsmt at the 
“ Browder Water Works Park' 
in the years to come, since we 
are i>ermanent fixtures in Mem­
phis.

But let us return to the water 
works proper. At the top of 
each of the reservoirs, which are 
nine feet deep ami fifty feet 
across, are overflow pipes and 
from which it is estimated that 
from fifty to sixty gallons i»er 
minute constantly flow, there 
being that much more water 
flowing into the reservoirs than 
is ordinarily consumed by the 
town. Each of the reservoirs 
are so constructed that the water 
may be shut off from one or both, 
both “coming and going “.though 
when no re|>airs are being made 
water is allowed |to flow in and 
from both reservoirs to the city 
mains, at which time a little la*t- 
ter than 100 gallons i*>r minute 
are constantly pouring in, and 
this from but three springs.

Notwithstanding the fact that 
the town does not now use one 
half of the water furnished by 
the three springs flowing intothe 
reservoirs, Messrs Browder are 
developing and piping the water 
fromtwoadditional springs.either 
of whk'h will furnish as much 
water as do the individual springs 
now “corralled". When asked 
why,they were doing this when 
Tnere was no n«*ed for the water, 
Mr. Browder replied. “We prom 
is«*d tie* peopk* of Memphis that

— —
that which few cities in the Uni­
ted States have and that no other 
city in Texas has, that is, a pres­
sure of 125 |m»uih1s to th»> square 
inch. How is this pressure ob 
tainedy By having the reser­
voirs in the hills north from 
Memphis at an elevation of 250 
feet over the city.

One of the most admirable 
features of Memphis' system is 
the fact that the pressure is there 
at all times not like it is in most 
cities in case of a tire, where the 
tire boys are practically helpless 
until the arrival of the tire engine 
and the steaming up of the same. 
Here in Memphis all the boys 
have to do is to couple their hose 
on to the tire plug and there is r.t 
once a much stronger pressure 
than can lie obtained by means of a 
tire steamer even ami it is 
ready when they want it. There 
is not a building o. a spire in 
Memphis so high and the high­
est is 2<*0 feet that the pressure 
is not great enough to throw the 
water over its highest ]N>int. 
Aside from the 250 foot fall, there 
is the added pressure to Ik* ob­
tained from tiie storage supply, 
which is gallons in ttie
reservoirs and the 7'>,lHXi (*̂ 1« 
contained in the mains from the 
reservoirs to the city. Thit sup­
ply, constantly on hand, -might 
better be illustrated by the state 
ment that if every faucet and 
hydrant in the city, numbering 
about 1,000, were turned on full 
force for a jveriod of 21 hours 
there would still be a supply on 
hand sufficient to supply the citi 
sens of the city as usual.

I'll** ptssibilitics of Memphis, 
with this system of wafer works, 
are great much greater than 
the average citizen realizes es 
pecially had the city an adequate 
system of sewerage, not only for 
cleanliness in the town, but for 
commercial purposes. W ith 
these systems installed jsiwer 
could lie obtained to run ail the 
machinery in the city and any 
more that enterprises of various 
kinds might bring in. And those 
who have ever used water motors 
will tell you that a more steady, 
all-purpose power was never in 
vented, not excepting electricity.

their adoption with the purest of 
water, in inexhaustible quunti 
ties, with no expectation of a re­
turn on their investment for 
years tq come, since (as stated 
before) they are extending all 
the revenues therefrom in added 
facilities and improvements that 
are needed at the present time, 
nor will they be needed, proba­
bly, for years to come, and are 
furnishing this water to the citi­
zens of Memphis at a third less 
cost than is any other water com­
pany in the Panhandle that we 
know anything about.

It is an old maxim that “you’ll 
never miss the water 'till the well 
runs dry", and one which would 
prove equally true to the. citizens 
of Memphis, since, and we *i>e&k 
advisedly, there are a number of 
our citizens who hardly realize 
what a great boon this sys­
tem is to their town, though if
